The
wet weather didn't dampen spirits though and the service was followed by Coffee and pre-packed
biscuits which was well received.
Remembrance - we had a very good turnout with 24 in attendance. This was a lovely outdoor service led
by our readers Lynda Brooks and Diana Jones, Hugo Tuttey kindly played the cornet & coffee and
biscuits followed proceedings. Hymns were played from the church porch allowing us all to have a good
strong sing-along. And unseasonably mild weather allowed for most to hang back and socialise safely
after the service.
