	R0ADS
A number of issues were raised regarding potholes and it was agreed that they 
would be added to the existing list and passed to the Council. Cllr Dorman indicated that bollards opposite the co-op would be put in place shortly. Concerns were raised about the pavement at the burnt out shops. The positioning of the roundabout at the Cross, and parking in New Street and the obstruction of the pavement by people using the Garage in new street was also discussed. Traffic orders were discussed and it was intimated that some existed for some streets but none existed to restrict duration of parking at cross or adjacent to the cross
The misuse of disabled parking spaces was also highlighted. 

With elected members being present these would be taken back to the appropriate departments in the council. Flooding at Goa spice also reported.
PLANNING
A planning application for change of use had been received for the Public Hall at the Trongate to change it to a license premises and two shop units, one a bookmakers. It 

appeared that the premises had been sold for £500,although the price for the 

Public Institute was between £60 and 70k. It was intimated that demolition of the hall would be in the region of 80K.  J Young (JY) advised  that the Development Trust application to the lottery for the Public Institute had been unsuccessful and that the purchase of the Institute was one of a number of items that the lottery had concerns with.  JY intimated that the development trust would be taking up this matter with the council and would be raising an FOI. Concerns were raised regarding parking. The feeling of the meeting was that while there was little objection to a pub and shops that further consideration should be given to the proposal once detailed plans were available. GH raised concern about bookmakers.
4/5 THE CROSS

There was considerable anger expressed about the proposed closure of 4/5
The Cross. The location of the building in the centre of the village, and the 

Social aspect of the activity was stressed. It was felt that not enough

consideration had been given to this. The Chairman stated that all the political parties had supported the closure of the centre and that they had let 

down the senior citizens in the village. The CC had been repeatedly been

assured, during the discussions on the building of Lifestyles, that 4/5 would 

remain. All the candidates at the Hustings Meeting before the local

elections in May had supported keeping 4/5 the Cross open.

Discussions were ongoing with the Voluntary Sector and Social Work Dept to 

see if support could be found to keep the centre open. Alternative venues

were also being looked at. Mason Stewart reported on ongoing discussions to 

identify funding to support the activities of his Senior Citizens Group.

Cllr Dorman stated that the vote to close was 7-10 and that she had opposed the SNP whip and argued for its retention, Cllr Campbell being independent did not have a vote.
Andrew Clark stated that all the councillors agreed at the hustings to fight for the village irrespective of party whip and that they should be working together for the betterment of the village.

Cllr Dorman advised that she had asked if Mclean gardens community area could be used by the senior citizens however the capacity was around 40.

Further discussion took place which included a visitor from VASLAN and concerns from social work. Senior citizens had invited Eddie McAvoy to attend at one of their meetings.

The Chairman indicated that he, and Cllr Campbell, were trying, as a matter 

of urgency, to find a solution to the present situation and he would report back 

to the meeting in January.  Perhaps a short term solution could be found.

Mr Anderson advised that he had written to the Daily Record.

	BOOTS CHEMIST
The chemist had responded to some of the concerns raised by the CC at a recent meeting and provided details of what they were doing.
