1 MEMBERS PRESENT & APOLOGIES

Chairman’s Report 2019

The Members of the Community Council continue to have served the village well during 2019 by representing their views in many forums.

There have been 10 regular monthly meetings in accordance with the schedule of meetings set out by the community council. The months of July and December did not have meetings. The meetings have been well attended and the issues which affect the village are regularly discussed and reported within the village

During this year we have lost 2 of our members. Mark Monie resigned earlier in the year and we had the sad loss of Janette Robb who died following surgery. Janette was minute secretary and she had been a member for a number of years.

The members met with the local GP Surgery to discuss services being provided. Nicola Wood and Yvonne Gardiner will be the future liaison with the GP service.

The Local Plan affecting the village is now at the Reporter stage. The input from the previous presentation to the Planning Committee from 2018 is being used to continue with our submission.

The Community Council on behalf of the village commented on the new proposed development by Persimmon at the NHS site. Specifically we objected to the entrance and exit from the proposed development being controlled by traffic lights rather than a round-a-bout to facilitate road safety. Sadly the Planning Committee decided not to listen to the village.

The Community Council issued 10 x Micro Grants to organisations in the village in August. This was an initiative from SLC Renewable Energy Fund and will be repeated in 2020.

We continue to have several meetings with the other community councils and Banks Group regarding the Kypemuir Wind Farm and the establishment of the Community Partnership which will distribute the money from the windfarm.  As Chairman of the Forum I steer the group to look at how we will distribute the funding. We have now started to distribute funds and the first 3 x recipients are:

TABS; Men’s Shed and the Heritage Group. 

The Community Council again organised the production of the order of service for the service at the Cenotaph. This year we had in attendance –Dr Lisa Cameron; Christina McKelvie MSP and 2 of our Councillors attended along with many other village organisations to lay wreaths. Tom Cooper laid the Community Council wreath. There were 16 Wreaths in total laid.

The Community Council continues to regularly use the Face book pages to update the village and we have increased the following with some excellent articles having several hundred ‘hits’ and attracting useful commentary.
