	Constable Weir reported that since the last meeting 100 calls were made to the police which resulted in 17 crimes. 3 assaults, 8 thefts (shoplifting sneak ins) 1 drugs, 3 disorders, 1 road traffic, and 1 vandalism.  Whilst this is up from the previous month the average is running at around 15. Constable Weir indicated that they have not experienced as many youth disorder crimes. A member of public asked about a recent road accident that resulted in traffic chaos in the village and why no police presence was available.  A presence is dependent on officer availability i.e. resource permitting. A question was asked if the current configuration of the traffic calming could be reversed however police indicated this was not their decision but they could support such a suggestion. Secretary will write to the roads department regarding this matter. A member of the public reported on an incident with a white car on Strathaven road. Police will follow up on this matter.

Quad bikes and small motor bikes being driven around Murray drive area was also reported. Police re-emphasised the use of phoning 101 to report such incidents and this assisted in building a picture of events in the area.

Speeding at the school on Townhead Street was also reported as was an incident with a car and the lollipop lady. Speeding on Camnethan Street was reported.
