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INAUGURAL ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING MONDAY 21st November 2022
1 MEMBERS PRESENT & APOLOGIES
G. Smith, R. Craig, R Freel, N Wood, Y Gardner, Cllr Frame,Sam Irons Independent Chairperson  and 13 members of the public were in attendance.
Apologies:  S Montgomery, Keith Gallacher.
The Chairman, George Smith thanked those in attendance. He proceeded to advise that two meetings were being held tonight with the first meeting of the evening being the inaugural  AGM following the call for candidates to become community councillors. The AGM would be followed by a normal monthly meeting.
The Chairman introduced the members of the community council who had submitted applications to South Lanarkshire council to become  community councillors as well as the independent  chairman for the AGM.
Chairman stated that no previous AGM minutes were recorded for 2020 and 2021 due to covid restrictions.

Previous ordinary meeting Minutes for October 2022 minutes were laid out on the seats.

2 APPOINTMENT OF CHAIRMAN

Chairman introduced  Mr Sam Irons  who had replaced Mr Tom Feeney who was currently 
on holiday.  Mr Irons was a previous community councillor. 

Mr Irons had agreed (at short Notice) to take on the role of independent chair for the 
election of the Chairman. Sam introduced himself and asked for a vote of thanks to 
the existing committee for their hard work and dedication to the village. He also 
encourage those in attendance to continue attending and to encourage others to 
attend the meetings as well as raise issues concerning the village. 

On calling for a nomination for Chairman Sam indicated that as George Smith had been 

chairman for 3 consecutive terms he could not be considered.  It was unanimously agreed 
that Robert Craig would step up as Chairman and that George Smith be installed as vice 
chairman.  No other nominations or objections and this was carried.  Robert Craig then  
thanked Sam for taking on this role at short notice
. 
3 ELECTION OF OFFICE BEARERS.
Chair asked for nominations for the remaining positions however it was unanimous that the positions remain as the previous year.

4 CHAIRMANS REPORT
Chairman George Smith gave an account of the previous year’s work indicating that Covid 19 had played havoc with our physical meeting schedule and only three physical meetings had taken place with the remainder of business being carried out over zoom due to the ongoing number of high Covid 19 cases.  Chair, vice chair and secretary was worked on the application for an additional pharmacy with chair and vice chair attending an on line hearing which lasted over 3 hours.  They were allowed to ask question however the outcome was that Stonehouse had adequate provision.  Ten (10) Micro grants were awarded to local groups with various groups being contacted and encouraged to apply.  Arrangements for the remembrance service continued.

The CC no longer maintained a Facebook page due to the constant demeaning of the community councillors and copies of these pages had been printed and retained.

5 TREASURERS REPORT
Treasurer Sharon Montgomery was not present however had provided a report to the secretary  and he proceeded to give a summary of the accounts.

28th March the closing balance was £3454.04 with 3 cheques still to be presented to banks for clearance.  (FOSP £500, Mother and Toddlers Group £5200, Web hosting of £78.

At the last meeting the balance was sitting at £8801.61 which included the new admin grant of £349.57, £4998 for Micro grants.  Expenditure was £143.88 for zoom subscription, £38.00 for poppy wreath.
