Q1

Plan needs to also take account of the following.

Recycling and the zero waste strategy agenda, renewable energy and wind farm sites. The main issues report should also have set out and detailed the  sites currently with consent (but not yet developed) and not requiring to be assessed as well as the sites with commitment.  How long does a site remain as one with a commitment. Again this should be for a fixed or limited time span
Small scale sites should be defined. i.e.

Preferred option 1 - Spatial Strategy

Do you think that this spatial strategy option is the correct basis upon which the policies and proposals in the SLLDP should be prepared? Is the balance between sustainable economic development and environmental issues correct? Are there any other factors that should be taken into account?

Q2

No this is not the correct spatial strategy. No hierarchy of how major developments are directed to sustainable locations or indeed rural locations are detailed. How does the council direct to one area as opposed to another. 
Whilst support and safeguarding town and neighbourhood village centres is a noble cause, nothing in the existing local plan has succeeded in preventing this erosion. More detail on the supporting rural and countryside business opportunities is required as is the development of existing brownfield sites and how these sites can be made appropriate. 

What are the strategic legacy items, they should be easily identifiable or listed within the plan.

Is the balance between economic development and environmental issues correct. No, in relation to the Dovesdale site environmental issues were not taken into account. These issues need to be addressed in the new plan to ensure that they can not be waived aside.

Q3 
Stonehouse community council would support the full economic development by encouraging different types of developments in all locations. We would not support the No change option. 

No details of how the council can achieve a low carbon economy therefore how can it state that it undermines re-generation. Many companies or developers are themselves low carbon organisations therefore assisting the objective of low carbon economy, is 100% zero carbon economy achievable in the timescale of the Plan. Its unlikely therefore the figure needs to be tailored to what can be achieved..

What about the zero waste strategy, it’s just as important as the low carbon.  Full economic development will stimulate growth and employment and whilst it may have a detrimental effect on infrastructure careful use of section 75 and developer contributions could work to alleviate this .

Q4

It is the community councils opinion that a wider range of uses should be considered for non strategic locations provided a set of agreed criteria can be met. Criteria should be generic but also tailored to suit the locations. We feel this  should also be combined with a review of the Industrial and business areas. Large strategic sites should be preserved perhaps size would determine this, however where no development is forthcoming for these a mechanism for re-examining and re-evaluating them in relation to changing land use or considering different classes of use should be built in. Perhaps a maximum time period for development to happen should be put in place .

Q5
We agree with the alternative option, but the use of terminology i.e. class 4, 5 and 6 should be removed and be fully detailed by what they actually mean. We feel differnet uses retail. Commercial and leisure would suit some areas as opposed to others and these should be considered either on their own merits or against a guideline criteria which is detailed.

Taking Stonehouse as an example we feel that

a) Stonehouse Hospital site could be a mixture of residential, retail and leisure.

b) Lochpark Stonehouse could be retail and light industry accessible from the bypass.

c) The land at the ICF could also be mixed between the above uses.

Again where sites have not been developed within a set period different uses should be considered
