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During the month of July 2024 in the beat areas BD01 & ME02 – Bonnyrigg, Lasswade, Poltonhall & District – there were 300 Calls made to Police.

Crime statistics can be requested through a freedom of information request.

INCIDENTS OF NOTE

Around 0900 hours, 1st of July 2024, Community Officers stopped a window Cleaning Company to carry out a regular license check. Upon checking, one of the workers was operating without a license. He was issued a Recorded Police Warning. 

Numerous thefts have occurred at Co-Op, Bonnyrigg, where items have been stolen including drinks, sweets and household items. 6Youths have since been identified for Theft shopliftings on at least three separate occasions and have been charged and reported via the youth reporting system. 

On the 4th of July 2024, persons have set fires within King George V Park. Two youths have been identified and were charged with wilful fire-raising. 

In the early hours of the 11th of July, a person has attended at a front door in Waverly Court, Bonnyrigg, with a balaclava on and dark clothing. The person appears to look around the front of the house, before being spooked by a dog barking. A crime report has been taken for being In the curtilage of a property with intent to commit theft and enquires are ongoing. 

Around 0800 hours on the 14th of July, Police were called to a two vehicle Road Traffic Accident. Both drivers were required to provide a specimen of breath, with one driver blowing over the legal limit of Alcohol in his breath. He was charged with drink driving and Careless Driving and reported to the Procurator Fiscal. 

Around 1145 hours on the 15th of July 2024, two persons have taken around £200 pound worth of items from Dobbies Garden Centre. Enquiries are still ongoing. 

Around 2130 hours on the 17th of July, Two youths have set fire to a bin at Hawthornden Primary School. The same youths have then set a fire at Dundas Street on the 18th of July. The youths have since been charged and report via the Youth Reporting System.

In the Early hours of the 19th of July, a house was broken into on Skeltiemuir Avenue, Bonnyirgg. Car keys were taken from the address however the car was still present at the address. A similar call came in regarding suspicious persons in the street at 0300 hours and a further incident of a rear door lock being snapped on Dalhousie Gardens. Enquiries are still ongoing regarding all incidents, which are believed to be connected. 

Around 2300 hours on 19th of July 2024, Community Officers have stopped a vehicle on Lothian Street, Bonnyrigg. Checks of the vehicle showed it to have no insurance. The male driver was issued with a Fixed Penalty Notice. 

Between the evening of the 21st and the afternoon of the 22nd of July, a entry door to flats on High Street, Bonnyrigg, has been damaged. The lock has been broken and there are foot prints on the door as if it had been kicked. Enquires are ongoing. 

Around 1700 hours on the 22nd of July, 4 Female youths have entered Co-Op, Bonnyrigg, and stolen electrical items including phone charges. Enquires are ongoing to identify the youths.
