Beat Areas BD01 and ME02
Bonnyrigg


During the period 01/10/2025 to 31/10/2025 in the beat areas BD01 and ME02 there were 301 calls made to Police with  92 crime reports raised. 

Incidents of Note

On 02/10 a Bonnyrigg resident fell victim to a fraudulent scheme where he received a text from someone pretending to be his son asking for help to buy a new phone.  He was asked to provide bank details to which he did, money was then taken out of his account. Advice on fraudulent schemes can be found on the Police Scotland website, there are also many other websites offering advice.

On 03/10 a road traffic collision occurred at Elm Row, Lasswade, the driver of the offending vehicle was found to be driving while under the influence of alcohol.  He was arrested and charged.

On 04/10 an altercation took place in Holly Terrace, Bonnyrigg involving a new resident, a male was arrested and charged with multiple offences. Further incidents have occurred since then.

Between 04/10 and 05/10 a vehicle windscreen was smashed at Otterburn View, Bonnyrigg.

Between 06/10 and 08/10 Officers had cause to attend at a property on  Dundas Street, Bonnyrigg following various complaints about nominals who are well known to Police, this resulted in these nominals being charged with numerous offences including Police assault.

On 07/10 a vehicle had its windscreen smashed while it was parked in Brixwold Park, Bonnyrigg.

On 13/10 a male and female caused a disturbance outside their property in Lothian Street, Bonnyrigg, both were issued with recorded Police warnings.

On 15/10 a grass strimmer was stolen from the rear of a van that was parked in Cameron Crescent, Bonnyrigg unlocked.

Between 18/10 and 20/10 Road Policing Officers conducted road checks in Lasswade Road, drivers were charged with various road traffic offences including no MOT and no insurance.

On 19/10  a ring door camera was stolen from the front of a property in Dundas Street, Bonnyrigg, Officers identified the culprit from CCTV footage as he had been involved in an altercation win Moorfoot View, Bonnyrigg, he was charged with various offences.

On 20/10 a delivery driver from Glorias Takeaway was threatened with violence, the culprit was identified, arrested and charged.

Between 24/10 and 27/10 an attempt was made to steal the number plates of Bonnyrigg Primary School staff bus, this was the third attempt.

Between 28/10 and 29/10 2 x sur-ron off road bikes were stolen from the rear of a van that had been parked on Rosewell Road, Bonnyrigg.  Footage taken from a nearby CCTV camera showed 3 suspects all wearing dark clothing and balaclavas.

Between 30/10 and 31/10 a property in Polton Street, Bonnyrigg was broken into, the suspects were identified and charged.  They were also charged with other break ins around East and Midlothian.  Not local nominals.

On 30/10 the bin belonging to Bonnyrigg Spice was stolen (and no doubt set fire to).

On 30/10 an MDA warrant was executed at a property in the Poltonhall area, the male occupier was charged with possession of herbal cannabis.  

3 x theft shopliftings, Tesco Express, Dobbies (large deer – recovered by staff), Lloyds Pharmacy, this one was committed by two males, one in a wheelchair.  Enquiries are ongoing to identify them.

 09/10 warrants were executed at Sherwood Industrial estate a number of vehicles, quads, off road bikes, road bikes and a large quantity of drugs recovered

Ongoing issues with youths causing ASB in the Bonnyrigg area particularly around the High Street and George  V park.  Youths have been stealing, setting off fireworks,  setting fire to bins, number of youths identified and charged with offences such as dangerous cycling and threatening behaviour. 

Youth disorder patrols have been carried out by Community Officers, the LIT Team and the Specials Initiative Team.  

Complaints have also been received regarding off road bikes.  

If anyone has any intelligence they can provide relating to off road bikes, ASB  or criminality please get in touch.  

CPT are also dealing with many parking issues, school street and are linking in with ELC Housing in relation to numerous ongoing neighbour disputes.
