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Beat Areas BD01 and ME02
Bonnyrigg


During the period 01/09/2025 to 30/09/2025 in the beat areas BD01 and ME02 there were  314 calls made to Police with 94  crime reports raised. 

Incidents of Note


On 02/09/25 an attempt was made to break into the sheds at the rear of Midlothian Community Hospital.

On 03/09/25 a male was riding an off road bike in a dangerous manner around the Bonnyrigg area, he was wearing a balaclava and carrying a pillion passenger.  An Officer in an unmarked Police vehicle blocked the rider in outside Lasswade High School.  The rider was charged with various road traffic offences and his bike seized by Police.

On 03/09/25 a motorcycle was stolen from outside a property in Cockpen View, Bonnyrigg, the motorcyclewas found abandoned nearby.

On 05/09/25 the driver of a vehicle on Cockpen Road was found with cannabis in his possession.

On 05/09/25 a disturbance occurred at Dalhousie Avenue, Bonnyrigg resulting in a male being charged with several offences.

On 05/09/25 a window was smashed at the Old Orchard Dental Practice in the High Street, Bonnyrigg.

On 06/09/25 a vehicle was driven by a disqualified driver in Poltonhall Industrial Estate.  Driver charged with various road traffic offences.

At 0200hrs on 07/09/25 a male was seen entering a garden in Brixwold View, Bonnyrigg, Officers attended but there was no trace if the male.  

On 08/09/25 a driver was seen using their mobile phone while driving at Melville gate, they were issued with a conditional offer,

On 09/09/25 a disturbance occurred within an address at  Campview Road, Bonnyrigg, this resulted in a male and a female being charged with multiple offences.

On 11/09/25 a 15 year old male was observed to be riding dangerously along Polton Street, Bonnyrigg,  He was charged with dangerous cycling. Further complaints have also been received regarding youths cycling dangerously around this area and enquiries are ongoing to identify the youths.

On 12/09/25 a group of youths were reported to be fighting in King George IV Park, Bonnyrigg.

On 13/09/25 four youths damaged the bus stop in the High Street, Bonnyrigg, outside Bonnyrigg Parish Church, they were traced and charged with vandalism and other offences.

On 14/09/25 an altercation between local residents in Moorfoot View, Bonnyrigg resulted in charges being preferred against a male resident.

On 16/09/25 two youths stole items from Al Wahhab foodstore in Polton Street, Bonnyrigg.  They were charged with theft. Another youth caused annoyance towards staff within the store and was also charged.

On 18/09/25 a Honda motorbike was stolen from outside Hawthornden Primary School, two male youths were identified and charged with theft.

The same males also stole three push bikes from outside Lasswade Primary School and tried to steal a motorbike at Quarryfoot Place, Bonnyrigg.

On 19/09/25 the registration plate of a mini bus parked outside Bonnyrigg Primary School was stolen.

In the early hours of the 21/09/25 a female caused a disturbance in Broomieknowe Gardens, Bonnyrigg.  She was issued with a fixed penalty ticket.

On 25/09/25 a vehicle accident occurred at Polton Road, Bonnyrigg, the driver of one of the vehicles was charged with careless driving.

On 25/09/25 a scooter was stolen from outside Start Bright Nursery. The vehicle was later located nearby burnt out.

Between 29/08/25 and 18/09/25 a birds swing was stolen from the park at Saw Mill Court in Bonnyrigg.

On 29/09/25 a male was issued with a fixed penalty ticket in the Hopefield estate after being so drunk he was unable to look after himself.

Between the 22/09/25 and 29/09/25 damage has been caused to the rear door of a block of flats in Auld Coal Road, Bonnyrigg.  A group of youths have been hanging around that area and are believed to be responsible.

On 30/09/25 a black Mercedes MV vehicle stolen from outside a property in Widnell Lane, Bonnyrigg



During the month of September there has been complaints of youth disorder in the Bonnyrigg area particularly around the Bonnyrigg Toll area, there has also been multiple complaints of off road bikes, these are issues that are ongoing throughout Midlothian.    Patrols have been carried out by Community Officers, the CAT Team and the Specials Initiative Team.  Youths have been identified, charged, spoken to in the presence of parents and letters have also been sent to parents.

CPT are also dealing with many parking issues, school street, theft shopliftings and are linking in with ELC Housing in relation to numerous ongoing neighbour disputes.
