INCIDENTS OF NOTE IN BONNYRIGG
· The complainer parked his Silver Mondeo in a Communal parking space near his house in Cameron Crescent and proceeded to go on holiday. Between 2030hrs and 2045hrs on Thursday 5th September a group of youths threw a brick at the vehicle smashing the front nearside window before making off. Enquiries ongoing.
· On Tuesday 17th September the complainer left his flat in Andy Kelly View secure and in order. At some point on Friday 20th September persons unknown forced entry by using a crow bar or similar and stole 2 televisions, an X Box and several other items. They then exited the flat leaving the door hanging on its hinges. On Saturday 21st September at 1845hrs a concerned neighbour phoned police to report the damage and insecurity. Scenes of Crime officer attended and door-to-door enquiries were carried out, enquiries ongoing.
· About 0800hours on Tuesday 17th September a Drugs Warrant was executed at an address in the Cockpen area of Bonnyrigg.  As a result of this search a quantity of drugs, money and drug paraphernalia were recovered and both occupants of the house have been reported for the consideration of prosecution.

· About 2315hours on Saturday 21st September on the top deck of a 31 Bus in Dundas Street, Bonnyrigg it was alleged that a white male aged 18-25yrs, wearing a long sleeved grey t-shirt with the words ‘GEEK’ thereon and blue jeans snatched the mobile phone from a 15year old male passenger. There was an exchange between both males before the perceived victim recovered his phone and ran from the bus, chased by the suspect. Police were called a short time later and enquiries ongoing.

· About 2325hours on Tuesday 24th September a report was received regarding a male damaging a garden fence in Cameron Crescent. On officers attending they found a 24-year-old male nearby and under the influence of alcohol. On speaking with the male he then allegedly challenged police to fight and on two occasions kicked out at the officers. On arrival at Dalkeith Cells he also allegedly tried to bite officers before being placed in a cell and held for court the following day.
