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Criminal Activity March 2016

Beat Area BD01 – 

Bonnyrigg, Lasswade, Poltonhall & District
During the month of March in the beat area BD01 – Bonnyrigg, Lasswade, Poltonhall & District – there were 62 recorded crimes reported, of which were 25 were solved (40.3% solvency). During this time period, there were 382 calls to Police Scotland. 

In the current year 01/03/2015 to 31/03/2016, 428 crimes were reported and 125 solved (29 % solvency), a 1.9% increase from the previous year where 420 crimes were recorded.  

INCIDENTS OF NOTE

Between Tuesday 1st March and Sunday 6th March a house in Polton Road, Bonnyrigg was broken into and a motor vehicle and various items were stolen.

At 5:45pm on Wednesday 2nd March at the Lasswade Centre a group of youths were verbally abusive towards a female and her child. One youth has been charged so far and enquiries are ongoing.

Overnight between Wednesday 2nd March and Thursday 3rd March a number of vehicles were broken into on Skeltiemuir Grove, Skeltiemuir Avenue, Auld Coal Avenue, Auld Coal Grove and Campview Road a number of items were stolen from the vehicles.

Some of the vehicles had been left insecure and residents are reminded to lock their vehicles when leaving them unattended.

Between 11:30am and 2:30pm on Wednesday 2nd March, a house in Union Park was broken into. A number of items and money was stolen from the house.

Between 5:45pm on Wednesday 2nd March and 7:30am on Thursday 3rd March a garage in Skeltiemuir Grove was broken into, torches and axel stands were stolen from the garage.

Between 1:53am and 2:03am on Thursday 3rd March a man gained entry to an insecure garage in Chesters View and stole a number of tools and power tools from within.

The suspect is described as white, stocky build, 5’ 8” tall wearing a beanie hat and hoodie.

About 11.50 pm on Friday 4th March, 3 men were found to be in possession of cannabis within a vehicle at Kings Acre Golf Club, Lasswade and have been reported for the offences. 

About 9:40pm on Sunday 6th March a Ford Ka was stopped in Campview Road having previously failed to stop for officers. The male occupant was charged with various motoring offences and being in possession of controlled drugs, he was held to appear in court.

At around 7pm on Monday 7th March in Saw Mill Gardens, Bonnyrigg a male youth was assaulted by four male youths after an altercation took place. Police are following further lines of enquiry regarding the incident.

At 1:47am on Saturday 12th March a green Toyota Avensis crashed into a lamppost on Burnbrae Road, Bonnyrigg. Five males then made off from the scene. The suspects are described as between 16 to 18years old and wearing dark clothing with one wearing a grey top.

Between 6pm on Saturday 12th March  and 5:45am on Sunday 13th March an unsecured Viper Skinny Boy mountain bike was stolen from outside a house on Raes Gardens.

At 1:25pm on Sunday 13th March a sum of money was stolen from a public house in Bonnyrigg.

The suspect is described as being a white male, aged mid 50s, about 5’ 10” tall, medium build and wearing a black bomber style jacket and jeans.

Between 3:30pm on Wednesday 16th March and 7am on Thursday 17th March a Ford van was broken into and items stolen from within

At 1:45am on Saturday 19th March on Hawthornden Avenue a male was assaulted by another male. The accused was subsequently reported to the Procurator Fiscal for the offence.

About 11:10pm on Sunday 20th March a man was found to be driving without insurance or an MOT certificate. The car was seized by police.  

At 11:25pm on Saturday 26th March at Seaforth Terrace officers attended a complaint of a noisy party, a male was reported to the Procurator Fiscal for abusive and threatening behaviour.

On the evening of Saturday 26th March at Union Park a group of youths climbed on to the roof of a property and damaged the roof of the property.

Between 4.30 pm and 5pm on Saturday 26th March a small fire was started in the public toilets at Campview Road, Bonnyrigg. Minimal damage was caused. 

Between 12pm on Thursday 31st March and 9am on Monday 4th April a premises at Sherwood Industrial Estate was broken into.
