Minutes of PHCC Meeting held on 21 July and Matters Arising

2.1

3.
Administrative Tasks

3.1
There were a number of administrative to be resolved including continuation of the subscription to the Information Commissioner, setting up a new Facebook page and the paperwork required to be completed for the application of a new bank account.  It was agreed that PHCC would send a cheque to BLCC and request the Bank of Scotland to close the PHCC account.  
3.2        Paul Johnston would be contacted regarding the change of name for Zurich Insurance purposes.  JA agreed to look into Data Protection to consider if there were reasons for registration.

JA advised he had sorted out a new email address with access available so long as a person was a member of the Community Council and there were reasons for using it.   DE referred to archived material and JA advised that PHCC’s archived material would be passed over.   JA also asked about any other groups that needed to be advised of the new CC and said that the mailing list for MFCC also needed to be changed.

Sponsorship of Poltonhall Galaday and Bonnyrigg Christmas Lights
4.1
It was reported that PHCC’s 3 year funding application requested funding for the 2 events.   It was advised that sponsorship was given on the agreement that PHCC was given prominent advertising space in both those events’ programmes.  The only other additional expenditure each year was the purchase of 2 Remembrance Wreaths and to the upkeep of the PHC website.   No other funds were used for administrative costs.

It was noted that £1,000 had been given to BLCC from the former Bonnyrigg Hub which was ring-fenced to help small projects get up and running.  It had been specified that the money was not to be used for the Galaday and Christmas Lights.  Clarification would be needed about BDCC 3 year funding.   PHCC would prepare a grant application and pass it to BLCC.
4.3  JA queried if there was a need for BDCC Standing Orders and Aims and Objectives as these were already incorporated within the BDCC Constitution.    JA also suggested that BDCC should actively look for youths to get involved with the new Community Council.

Police Reports – June and July 2022
5.1
During the month of June 2022 in the beat areas BD01 & ME02 – Bonnyrigg, Lasswade, Poltonhall & District – there were 74 recorded crimes reported, of which 27 have been solved to date, with a solvency rate of 36%    During this time period, there were 313 calls to the BD01 and ME02 area of Police Scotland.

INCIDENTS OF NOTE

Between 8pm on Thursday 2nd and 2am on Friday 3rd June at Cockpen Drive, Bonnyrigg, unknown person(s) have gained access to a motor vehicle and taken £1000 worth of hairdressing equipment. The equipment was later recovered and police enquiries are ongoing.

Between 9:45pm and 11:45pm on Monday 6th June at Dobbies Road, Bonnyrigg, a vehicle was stolen by unknown person(s), Police enquiries are ongoing.

Between 10pm on Friday 10th and 10am on Saturday 11th June at Dobbies Road, Bonnyrigg, a vehicle was stolen by unknown person(s), Police enquiries are ongoing.

About 11:20pm on Saturday 11th June at High Street, Bonnyrigg, a male was assaulted by another male. The male was issued a recorded Police warning and returned home.

About 12:45am on Thursday 16th June at Auld Coal Path, Bonnyrigg, unknown person(s) attempted to gain access to a garden shed. Police enquiries are ongoing.

About 9am on Thursday 16th June at Rosewell Road, Bonnyrigg, a child was struck by a motor vehicle. The driver of the vehicle was caution and charged with Dangerous Driving and a report submitted to the Procurator Fiscal. 

A multi-agency meeting was held regarding this incident and road safety. Midlothian Council will be making changes for this area.

About 3:30pm on Thursday 16th June at Rosewell Road, Bonnyrigg, a male cycled through a red light nearly colliding with pedestrians, the male was caution and charged and a report was submitted to the Procurator Fiscal.
About 9pm on Thursday 16th June at King George V Park, Bonnyrigg, two youths broke into a nursery building and vandalised toys within the garden. Both males were traced by Police and charged with housebreaking with intent to steal and vandalism. A report was submitted to the youth justice officer.

About 1pm on Friday 17th June at King George V Park, Bonnyrigg, two youths in possession of a controlled substance. Both youths were returned home and caution and charged in the presence of their parents. A report was submitted to the youth justice officer.

About 1:30am on Sunday 19th June at Auld Coal Road, Bonnyrigg, a male was seen attempting to gain access to a motor vehicle. The male was traced by officers and caution and charged with two offences. A report was submitted to the Procurator Fiscal.

About 10pm on Thursday 23rd June at Dalhousie Drive, Bonnyrigg, four youths broke into a building site and caused damaged to the buildings. The youths were caution and charged and a report submitted to the youth justice officer

About 6pm on Friday 24th June at High Street, Bonnyrigg, a youth was seen in possession of a knife. The youth was caution and charged and a report submitted to the youth justice officer and the procurator fiscal.

About 12:30am on Sunday 26th June at Polton Street, Bonnyrigg, a property was broken into and items vandalised within. Police enquiries are ongoing.

About 3:30am on Sunday 26th June at King George V Park, Bonnyrigg a group of youths broke into the bowling club, the youths have been caution and charged and a report submitted to the youth justice officer.

About 4am on Sunday 26th June at Eldindean Road, Bonnyrigg, a property was broken into. Police enquiries are ongoing.

About 5am on Sunday 26th June at Rosewell Road, Bonnyrigg, a group of youths entered the property and stole items. The youths were caution and charged and a report submitted to the youth justice officer.

Between 5pm on Friday 24th June and 6am on Monday 27th June at Polton Avenue Road, Bonnyrigg, a property was broken into and items vandalised. Police enquires are ongoing.

Shoplifting 

There has been 5 theft by shopliftings reported to Police within the Bonnyrigg, Lasswade and Polton Hall districts in June.

During the month of July 2022 in the beat areas BD01 & ME02 – Bonnyrigg, Lasswade, Poltonhall & District – there were 48 recorded crimes reported, of which 17 have been solved to date, with a solvency rate of 35%   During this time period, there were 207 calls to the BD01 and ME02 area of Police Scotland

INCIDENTS OF NOTE

About 4:50pm on Friday the 1st of July a 17 year old man was issued a fixed penalty ticket after being traced consuming alcohol in the street near to the Lasswade Centre. Police enquiries thereafter established that a 31 year old man had purchased the alcohol for the 17 year old from a nearby licensed premise. The 31 year old man was subsequently arrested and held in police custody to appear at court the following day. 

At some point between Saturday the 30th of June and Saturday the 6th of July unknown persons gained access to a shed at Seaforth Terrace and stole a mountain bike from within. Police enquiries are ongoing.


About 7pm on Sunday the 7th of July a number of youths were traced with a common stairwell at Dundas Street and found to be in possession of small quantities of cannabis. They were taken home and a report has been submitted to the local youth justice officer. Midlothian Council was also notified to have the stairwell door secured.  


About 3.30pm on Monday the 11th of July police received reports of persons riding an off road motorcycle within the grounds of the Polton Centre. Police attended, but were unable to trace the motorcycle.

Overnight between Sunday the 10th and Monday the 11th of July unknown persons stole a quantity of waste cooking oil from Broomieknowe Golf Course. Police enquiries are ongoing.

About 6pm on Friday the 15th of July a 20 year old woman was stopped and searched by police at Waverley Park and found to be in possession of a small quantity of cannabis. She was issued a recorded police warning. 

About 4.30pm on Saturday the 16th of July police were called to a property at Sherwood Walk regarding a man being assaulted. Police enquiries established that a 19 year old man had been assaulted by a 22 year old man. The 22 year old man has been charged and a report has been submitted to the Procurator Fiscal. 

About 7pm on Sunday the 17th of July a disturbance on Dundas Street resulted in a man sustaining serious injuries. Police enquiries are ongoing. 

About 6.30pm on Thursday the 21st of July a 33 year old man was stopped by police driving a car at Broomieknowe Gardens after being observed using a mobile phone whilst driving. The man was also found to a warrant live for his arrest. He was arrested and held in police custody the following day with regards the warrant and has been reported for road traffic offences. Police enquiries are also ongoing to establish whether he was driving whilst under the influence of controlled substances. 

Between 10am and 7pm on Monday the 25th of July unknown persons gained entry to a property at Chesters Court and stole several items from within. Police enquiries are ongoing.

Overnight between Thursday the 28th and Friday the 29th of July unknown persons gained entry to a black Renault Traffic van parked on Dalhousie Gardens, nothing was stolen from within. Police enquiries are ongoing.

About 12:30pm on Friday the 29th of July police received reports of youths riding off road motorcycles at Rosewell Road. Police attended, but were unable to trace the motorcycles.

At some point between Saturday the 30th and Sunday the 31st of July unknown persons stole a red Ford ST car, which was parked in the driveway of a property at Skeltiemuir Grove. Police enquiries are ongoing.

There were no shopliftings reported during the month of July

Youth Disorder

Police are continuing to receive reports of youths behaving antisocially in the community. Police are pro-actively patrolling problem areas to deter this behaviour and working with partner agencies to ensure that concerns regarding those behaving this way are addressed.
