1. APOLOGIES
Apologies were received from Flora Maclean, Claire Hannah
2. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The Minutes were moved for adoption Pauline Lyle, seconded by Margaret Colpus and approved unanimously. 
MATTERS ARISING

Pauline Lyle commented on how good the CalMac staff had been to her daughter when recently using the ferry. This was following Una Macleod’s comments at the last meeting. Rob Ware has made a formal notice to Highland Council following the planning application at Exhibition Cottage. Issues included water, sewage disposal and affordable housing. The letter can be seen on the HC Planning website. There has also been an objection by a Mrs Yates on similar grounds. Roger Cottis mentioned about the presence of otters on the shore. Rob will write to Graham Sharp. Roddy Murray said that there is presentation on Kilbeg on Friday 1st November at 1700.
3. POLICE SCOTLAND REVIEW
The group had thanked Ian Fraser for his presentation on rural crime this evening. All found it very useful and we re-iterated the need to try to get Police Officers to attend each CC meeting. Rob will make arrangements to get in touch with Donald Morrison at Kyle who is the Community Support Liaison Officer for our area. Roddy Murray also stated he would like to see a Police presence on a drop-in basis at possibly the College or SCT office once a month to give residents the opportunity to meet with the Police informally.
4. ROADS UPDATE
Rob Ware advised that generally they seem to be doing quite well with Sleat roads. He has chased up the signage issues for Kilbeg Cemetery and there is some bad subsidence on the Aird Road 250m of the Tormore entrance. (Rob later heard that this will be repaired 4th November, weather permitting). Una Macleod has raised the issues with Sandy MacVarish regarding the inability of the buses to turn round in Ardvasar during the summer. This is being checked.
5. AQUACULTURE MEETINGS 4TH  and 6th NOVEMBER
There are to be two presentations on the 4th and 6th November by James Merryweather regarding options for further development of the aquaculture industry. The meeting on the 4th will be in Ardvasar Hall at 1900. This is a follow up to the liaison with Hjatltland earlier in the year. The presentations will show alternatives to the current systems. Roger Cottis gave a brief overview of the session. Members are the public are strongly advised to go and attend the meeting in Ardvasar, so as to be informed in the event of any local planning applications being submitted for new developments.
6. PLANNING ISSUES
No new applications had been presented this month. Una asked about plots next to Ostaig House but nothing further is known.
7. PUBLIC TRANSPORT
Una Macleod gave a quick update on the recent introduction of the new winter schedule for buses. The Sleat bus shelters have been updated but as of now not those in Broadford. 4th. There is still clearly some difficulty between the service providers and the Highland Council Public Transport team. Rob Ware will write to the HC.
8. COMMUNITY COUNCIL MEMBERSHIP
Roddy Murray said that there is one vacancy on the Council, following the termination of Jimmy Logan’s membership. Rob gave an update on the background to this which had been agreed among the Council members and a letter had been sent to Mr Logan. As of the meeting he had not acknowledged its receipt. In the letter he was thanked for his contribution to Sleat both in this and the previous community council. We have asked for  advice from HC as to how we ensure that we manage the changes effectively and will be asking for people, in due course, to join the CC. Roddy suggested that we remain as we are until the New Year when other issues may arise.

Margaret Colpus reminded the meeting of the SCT AGM tomorrow 30th October
The BBC is asking for members of the public to attend the Brian Taylor Big Debate at AROS on 8th November, doors open 1100.
The Community Councillors have been offered more training in Kyleakin on the 20th November on CC issues.

Rob Ware reminded on the possible creation of a Marine Protected Area for the Small Isles and for which the Scottish Government is now taking submissions from the public and other bodies .It would be up to the CC to decide if we wanted to make a submission. Roddy  Murray suggested we speak to other local Councils to gauge opinion but time is tight. Roger Cottis reported on behalf of SLEF. Rob will write to Broadford Community Council.
11. PUBLIC DISCUSSION SESSION

Duncan MacInnes has asked about the equipment now installed at Loch na Dubraichearn. It is believed that the equipment will be used to top up with tankers straight into the system so by passing the Teangue works. Rob will check with Scottish Water and advise.
