2. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The Minutes from the 4th of March were moved for adoption by Pauline Lyle, seconded by Roddy Murray
· MATTERS ARISING:

Rob Ware gave a brief update on the issues arising from the last meeting, this included the NHS presentation, Service Point Changes, Scottish Water, the Distillery, planning and roads issues. Roddy added that there is a vacancy on the SCC and one potential candidate will come on 6th May. Flora Maclean is organising a skip for a Tarskavaig beach clean.
3. SCOTTISH WATER
Rob gave an update on recent developments when Scottish Water had said that the meeting to be held tonight 1st April was a little too early for them and that the information we required would now be shown in a presentation when SW attend the May Community Council meeting at SMO. It is expected that the filtration works at Teangue will cost at least £850k.  This update was primarily for the two members of the public who have attended tonight’s meeting. Several questions were answered particularly in respect of potential delays in for building developing Sleat due to the perceieved issues with the water supply.
4. UPDATE ON CUSTOMER SERVICE REVIEW-SERVICE POINTS
Roddy Murray gave a short update on the recent events of the Customer Service Review which has resulted in a new initiative whereby every Service Point will be subject to a 15 month review consultation. It is fully expected that the Community Councils will have a significant input into this consultation process. The CC is waiting to hear what the make-up of this Customer Services Board will be and how it will be accountable. Roddy has suggested that the Sleat CC, maybe with others, meet with Councillors Fraser and Gordon to seek their support, these are the two Independent members representing Skye.
5.BEACH CLEANS

Highland Council are still able to offer skips for local communities for beach cleans and in Sleat there have been recent cleans at Knock Bay, Point of Sleat. One is to be procured for Tarskavaig and the beach clean there will take place on the 19th of April. Arthur Sevestre asked whose responsibility it is to clean beaches and generally this will be shared between the land-owners and indeed the local community.

6.ROADS AND PLANNING

Rob said that the only application this month is the application for new farm buildings that will replace those on the Knock Farm site due to be developed as part of the distillery project.  There are no major changes in the roads items logged with Highland Council.

AOCB
The Tormore Enterprise fund has now closed for around six months due funding issues and the Sleat Lunch Club are looking for a volunteer to take over the running of the Club.
Roddy reported that the MV Coruisk may not now be on station for the start of the summer season on 4th April. The Community Council will take the lead on this and keep in close touch with CalMac’s Management.
