CARLAND CROSS COMMUNITY FUND INFORMATION SHEET

The Carland Cross Community Fund is a Parish Council administered fund of £40,000 per annum for the next 25 years, generated by the Carland Cross Windfarm.  The fund will benefit residents of St. Newlyn East Parish with the aim of supporting projects which are for regeneration, environment, education & improving/acquiring new community assets, leaving a legacy for future generations.  Capital projects will be looked upon more favourably.

Who Can Apply?

Any non-political, non-profit making groups, organisations, educational establishments or charities based in the Parish of St. Newlyn East

Sorry, but this fund cannot help:

· Organisations outside of the Parish

· Groups whose aims are not for people 

Criteria:

· Your group must be based in the Parish with benefit to residents of the same

· You must have strong volunteer involvement and benefit your community

· Any grant monies must be spent & evidenced

· Reports/full accounts must be kept and made available to the Parish Council on request

· Any unspent monies must be returned 
How Much Can I apply For?

A minimum grant of £200 may be applied for.  Amounts will be awarded at the discretion of the Council and you may not be awarded the total amount applied for.  Grants which are used as enabling grants will be looked upon more favourably

When Can I Apply?
Grants will be awarded in March and October annually.  Grant applications must be submitted by the 31st January for award in March and by the 31st August for award in October.
Making an Application:

· Please contact the Clerk for an application form

· All sections of the application form must be completed (incomplete application forms will be returned)

What happens next?

Once we have received your application an initial assessment will take place.  At this time, the Parish Council may ask for additional information or to carry out a site visit.  Then, if your application meets all the criteria, it will be considered at the March/October meetings of the Full Parish Council.  Applicants will be notified of the Parish Council’s decision following this meeting.
Additional Information:

· The decision of the Parish Council is final
· Publicity in local newspapers etc. may be required
· All monies must be refunded if the project does not go ahead
· The grant year runs from 01st April – 31st March
· All projects must comply with current legislation
· The Parish  Council reserves the right to act as a recipient of the fund for projects that will be of benefit to the Parish as a whole
· As large projects may be undertaken which exhaust the annual fund, monies may not always be available.
