	Cornwall Councillor Report:

LS has a meeting with the Education Department on 13th May to discuss the Section 106 Education Contributions from developments in Newquay.  If children end up going to school in St. Newlyn East or Cubert then the schools should be able to apply for a share of this money.
The cameras were installed at Cubert Crossroads on 9th & 10th May.  The footage will now be analysed and a meeting will be held on 19th May to discuss the results.  LS will also bring up the stretch of road from Goonhavern to Cubert Crossroads as this is an accident blackspot and improved signage or a 40mph limit would improve the situation.

A new enforcement case has been opened regarding the derelict property on Mitchell Triangle and the first warning notice will be going out shortly.  Environmental Health will also visit the site.

LS attended the consultation on 6th May for the proposed wind turbine at Tredinnick Farm.

	Matters Arising:

a) Parish Council Office:  New tenders have now been sent out with a closing date of 6th June.  RESOLVED:  Clerk to contact Hewaswater Engineering to see if they wish to quote for the work. 
b) Highway Issues:  DL advised that the new priority outside The Pheasant is dangerous as cars are speeding round the bend from the church, as they are entitled to do, and cannot see cyclists or pedestrians crossing the road.  Following discussions it was RESOLVED to ask Highways to reverse the priority.  The road by Trewerry Mill and Trerice has now been resurfaced and all other work reported at last month’s meeting in in hand.  NOTED.
c) Work Arising from Annual Play Inspection:  No progress.  NOTED.

d) Carland Cross Community Benefit Fund:  The Mitchel Village Association and The Christmas Lights Committee had attended a recent meeting to discuss their applications in more details.  Following discussions it was RESOLVED to award the Mitchell Village Association £15,000 towards their playground refurbishment project and to award the Christmas Lights Committee £2500 towards new lights.
e) Update - Refurbishment of the Parish Noticeboards:  No progress.  NOTED.  
f) Public Access to Defibrillator:  The Clerk advised that grants are available from British Heart Foundation for public access defibrillators.  However, the support of the local ambulance service is required.  RESOLVED:  AM to liaise with local ambulance service to gain their support for the project.
