Minute of Meeting held in the Committee Room, Victoria Hall, Selkirk
On Monday 11th August 2014, at 7.00pm 

1)    Present: Community Councillors Graham Easton, Ian King, Alisdaire Lockhart, Alistair Pattullo. 
SBC Councillors: Michelle Ballantyne, Gordon Edgar
[Also in attendance: 4 members of the public, 1 member of the press]

       Cllr G Eaton took the chair and opened the meeting at 7.00pm. He reminded those present that 

· all comments should be addressed through the Chair 

· all recording devices should be switched off and that

· Data Protection law requires members of the public (MOTP) to be referred to anonymously in the Minute unless they indicate otherwise.
2) Apologies: N Wirsten, PC Roy Brown
3) The minutes of the meeting held on 14th July 2014 were approved (proposed: A Lockhart, seconded I King)
4) Matters arising from the minute not otherwise included on agenda:

Ref. Item 6a: I King reported that Bear had attended to the white lining very promptly 

Ref. Item 9: A Pattullo asked G Edgar to confirm ownership of the wall at Ettrick Terrace. BEAR and Transport Scotland are denying responsibility/ ownership. One householder was asked to speak and affirmed that the road was built some 30 years before the house and should therefore be the responsibility of the roads authority and further asserted that the damage to the wall was at least partly caused by the volume of heavy traffic. It was also explained that the ‘wall’ is in fact a stony outcrop faced up on the A7 side.  G Edgar replied that SBC has a duty of care to protect the public and if there was any chance of injury (e.g. from falling debris etc.) then SBC would have to step in to ensure public safety. Discussion followed, and it became clear that title deeds will require legal scrutiny and judgement.
5)     Declarations of interest; None
6)    Report from Community Police Officer: In his absence, Roy Brown’s report was read to the meeting by the Chair. (appendix 1).

7)    Planning: 2 applications tabled. M Ballantyne declared an interest as a member of the planning committee and left the room while discussion took place.

a)    Ref: 14/00851/FUL – 3 Hume’s Close, Selkirk - Replacement windows

The property forms a constituent part of the town’s conservation area and IK explained that the proposal was to replace all existing windows – half of which are timber – with uPVC versions.  It was unanimously agreed that this would not be an appropriate solution and that it would seriously detract from the architectural quality of the Conservation Area. It was also noted that a grant may be available through the CARS project and the project officer (Colin Gilmour) should be advised accordingly.

b)   Ref: 14/00848/PPP - proposals to erect 19 holiday chalets at Whitmuir Hall with access and land treatment. It was agreed that the proposals would require careful consideration, including site visit(s) and consultation. SBC have requested a response by 01 September and IK agreed to seek an extension to allow adequate time   (date subsequently extended to 10 September).  IK to arrange appropriate sub group discussion and site visits.  
8) Open Forum

a) MOTP1 had recently visited the Town Hall (Sir Walter Scott’s Courthouse) and was disappointed with the new head on the Sir Walter Scott mannequin which is apparently a replacement as the original head was dropped and damaged. She asked whether a better replacement could be provided by the insurers.
b) MOTP1 asked about the Tom Scott paintings not currently on display in the Town Hall and was concerned that these paintings were being safely and properly stored by Museum Services. M Ballantyne and G Edgar will look in to the issues surrounding the replacement head and the storage of paintings. I King commented that some of these items are surely part of the Common Good and M Ballantyne replied that the CG has an assets list so is able to keep track of CG property. A copy of this list is to be circulated to CC members.  A Lockhart asked how CG assets will be maintained by the new Culture Trust. Councillor Ballantyne replied that ownership won’t change when the Trust is operational and SBC will ensure that the Trust will take appropriate care and responsibility for the maintenance of these assets. 
c) D Purves stated that the names on the War Memorial should be highlighted. G Easton will chase this issue up.
d) D Purves advised that on 30 August he will be leading a walk round areas where volunteers enlisted and set off to war.
e) D Purves asked SBC Councillors about moving the War Memorial at St Boswells nearer the village; this is being discussed by the local CC and SBC.

M Ballantyne told the meeting about the stunning poppy display at the moat of the Tower of London. She advised that it is possible to buy a poppy and that there will be a poppy for every soldier who died in WW1 - It was suggested that a poppy could be placed for each Selkirk soldier who fell. G Easton commented that the Ex-Soldiers association will be carrying out a number of commemorative events over the next 4 years.

9) Reports from SBC Councillors:
M Ballantyne & G Edgar reported as follows:

a) The Council has not held a meeting in July so there is little to report and no meaningful decisions will be made until September. 

b) The Eildon Area Forum is meeting in Stow on Thursday (14th).

10) Selkirk Common Good Fund: No report, next meeting 2.9.14

11) Correspondence:

a) Leaflets from Border Railway and Tweed Forum

b) Green bins uplift – due to start this month
c) A number of letters received from N Wirsten including one which complained that his apology for not attending the June meeting had not been recorded. The Secretary formally advised he had been unable to attend that particular meeting and so the apologies had not been passed on. A discussion followed as to whether it was acceptable for someone to remain as a member of the CC simply by sending in regular apologies for non-attendance.
12) Treasurers Report & Evening Study Groups: T Combe not present so no report.
13) Reports from Sub Committees:

a)  SHMG: Has discussed the siting of a bench donated by a MOTP. Equipment is functioning well and action is to be taken to deal with encroaching vegetation along the verges of the A699.
14) Reports from Community Organisations and Outside Bodies:  

a) G Easton reported on hanging baskets and said that watering will carry on through August.
15) AOCB: A Lockhart asked who owns the old fish shop in Tower Street which has been deteriorating for some time.  It is understood to be owned by an individual in Peterhead who doesn’t respond to correspondence. I King said the property may become part of the regeneration project.
The Acting Chairman thanked everyone for their attendance and closed the meeting at 8.07pm.
