2.  Apologies:

Tom Combe, Kirsty Lovatt, John Hawkins and Elaine Thornton-Nicol

In the absence of KL, JT agreed to make notes and compile basic minutes.  Other members can augment and correct at draft stage

3.  Declarations of interest: none

4.  Approval of minutes of SCC: proposed by GEa, seconded by KC, agreed

5.  Matters arising:  IK pointed out that CARS funding not on agenda; GEd to address this topic during his report.

6.  Report from CPO (available electronically)
CM wished everyone a Happy New Year.  The usual figures for incidents that occurred in the previous month are not available because of the holiday

Issues raised with CPO:  

KC reported that Mrs Marshall is concerned to get official sanction for the caution sign she has had erected, but has failed to find the relevant authority in spite of repeated attempts.  The general feeling was that the sign is serving a very useful purpose and that its quality is such that it is unlikely to arouse disapproval.  

General discussion about speed limits in various parts of the town and at different times.  Another 30mph sign on A7 south of town would be useful.

JS concerned about the accessibility of the scaffolding in the Market Place and at the corner of Tower Street.  CM assured meeting that the contractors are complying with all safety requirements. Youngsters should be warned of the danger of climbing.  The scaffolding could only be totally restricted by closing the roadway and footpath.

Member of the public concerned that car park on Scott’s Place is being used long term by large vehicles, thus depriving other cars of spaces.  CM said that as long as the vehicle is road legal no action can be taken.

7.  Local Improvements

IK: nothing further to report at this stage; happy to receive new suggestions.  Pointed out that Cllr Ballantyne had involvements in a number of the projects.  GEd to look at that list and consider how to go forward

KC reported on benches in Old Kirkyard; he wants the design modified for safety reasons before he completes the repair.

AK reminded us that this aspect of CC programme is called Local Improvements (no works!)

Concern expressed about this from all members

AP drew attention to the online Rural Affairs questionnaire which he had circulated and encouraged everyone to respond and also to pass on
