Minutes of the Royal Burgh of Selkirk and District Community Council Held on

Declarations of Interest – none

Minutes of the meeting of the Selkirk and District Community Council held on Monday 10th April were approved by Kirsty Lovatt and seconded by Ian King.

Matters Arising – IK queried an article in the Scotsman newspaper (05/05/17) about the Scottish Tapestry being displayed permanently at Prestonpans. It was clarified that the tapestry mentioned was not the tapestry going to Galashiels.

Report from Community Police Officer – Report available electronically.

MoP1 raised the issue of the recent accident at Yarrow on the A708 to Moffat. PC McEwan stated that he could not comment as it was a fatal accident. He did however mention that the Yarrow Road is advertised within biking circles as a “great run”. He also hoped that recommendations would be put in place.
Cllr Edgar noted that initiatives have been undertaken with the police to highlight the issues and encourage drivers to drive more safely. It was also noted that there will be a Road Safety meeting on 18th May.
IK highlighted the issue of pills being found at Bannerfield playing area which PC McEwan said he will look into.

MoP2 enquired as to why the gate at the right of way from the Haining to Fletcher Court via Stey Brae has now been padlocked. MoP2 was advised that it isn’t actually a right of way.


DP asked if the ponding at Riverside Nursing Home could be looked at. Cllr Edgar confirmed that he would do this as well as looking into the upkeep of Forrest Mill and Andy Elliot’s Mill (both of which are now in private ownership).


MoP3 raised the ongoing issue of parking problems along the High Street. MoP3 also advised that the gardens at Swipe Road (?) were in need of a litter pick.

Planning - none received
Feedback Report:

· St John’s Episcopal Church - Environment Scotland / SBC Built Heritage-Design officer and members of public have expressed reservations re submitted proposal 

Planning officer now written to the agent expressing concerns, suggesting withdrawal of current application, to enable a rethink of the design.

· Oregon barbed wire - Planning officer has a solution for this which will be delivered in working with the Flood Protection Scheme (Conor Price), and should see the barbed wire topping removed, and some repositioning and reworking of fencing, to see barriers formed at the ends of the new channel / wall.  This should be sorted out with the flood protection scheme landscaping / finishing works, which are scheduled for later this year.
