Chairman’s Report May 2019
Welcome to the 43rd annual general meeting of Selkirk Community Council. 

Since our last AGM this Council has continued its involvement with local groups and activities which aim to enhance the environment in and around the town. We have our ongoing list of minor projects and repairs which have been identified and brought to our attention and we continue to strive to see these carried out.

The work in the Market Place is now completed and the majority view by far is that we have seen a tremendous improvement on what was there previously. Getting the buses out of the Market Place has been a major boon, freeing up that space for activities such as the monthly Farmers Market. The clock is now repaired and chiming away as good as new.

Changes in local authority funding, or cuts as we call them, mean that from next year the community will be taking over most of the areas of public planting in the town and Blooming Selkirk will be teaming up with Selkirk Illuminations to form a new group, which will be known as Brighter Selkirk, whose aim will be to keep the town looking bright and vibrant all year round.

The Community Council has a bid in for funding a project to refurbish the fountain which is in a terrible state now and needs some urgent work carried out on it. The public will be asked to vote from 16th May to the 6th of June and we’d encourage everyone to go to the SBC website, get registered and vote to save the fountain.

Selkirk and the Valleys is hosting the 25th Scottish Borders Walking Festival in September this year, and our Community Council, in partnership with the Ettrick & Yarrow Community Council, is aiming to make this the most ambitious yet. There are over 28 guided walks, daily Free and Easy strolls and a full programme of social events planned for the week. Preparations are well under way and we’re already fully booked on over 50% of the walks. Brochures have now been printed and people can visit the Facebook page and the website to stay updated.

We currently have 2 vacancies on the Community Council and we need to address these casual vacancies by recruiting suitable individuals who are prepared to give up a little bit of their time to become involved and work with us for the improvement of Selkirk.

I’d like to take this occasion to thank our SBC councillors for their continued presence at our meetings, times are still hard and money is tight but we will continue to work with our councillors to ensure we can get the best for Selkirk. 

My thanks to the press for their regular attendance at these meetings and to the members of the public who come along to bring to our attention those issues which are causing concern in the Community.

In closing I’d also like to thank you all for your continued commitment to this Council and for all your efforts on behalf of the Community. I’ve no doubt the year to come will bring its own set of challenges and opportunities to succeed but with your input and eager involvement we will continue to do the best we can for the Royal Burgh.
