Jeb Beresford & Jack Benney introduced themselves and confirmed that they wish to be co-opted onto the Council.  RESOLVED:  Jeb Beresford & Jack Benney voted onto the Council.  They signed the Declaration of Office & joined the meeting.

	Police Report:

PCSO Murray advised that there was 1 crime in both July & August, down from 4 each month last year.  The whole of Crantock is now covered by the StreetNet scheme so any householder who is not already on the list can be added if they contact PCSO Murray.  There will be a police presence at the Remembrance Service.  Motorbikes have been racing through the village so PCSO Murray will issue a briefing note.

BB gave the results from the speed survey on West Pentire Road.  17.2% of cars were over 30mph, 0.3% of cars were over 40mph.  It was discussed that traffic calming measures would be more effective than a 20mph.  RESOLVED:  Clerk to discuss with Highways at the meeting on 11/09.

BB advised that Cornwall Council’s Planning Protocol was not followed with respect to application PA15/06379 (Land West of Trethowan) as the Clerk did not received the 5-day notification that the Planning Officer was minded to approve the application.  This quite simply is unacceptable and the Parish Council has submitted a complaint.  LG has organised a meeting with Phil Mason on 25th September to discuss this futher.

BB gave an update on paperless planning.  A grant of £700 is going to be made available to upgrade Parish Council’s IT.  However, CC’s website must be upgraded before this plan can be implemented.

No information has been received on the Article 4 direction or why the application for Forge Cottage was withdrawn.  RESOLVED:  Clerk to chase.

It is looking likely that the Pentire Green application will be on the agenda for the Planning Committee meeting on 28th September although this is not yet confirmed.  BB will circulate his presentation by email.  NOTED.

	Cornwall Councillor Report:

The Clerk read out a report on LG’s behalf with particular to reference to paperless planning, the forthcoming meeting with Cormac & the application for a development on Land West of Trethowan (see above).
BB gave a report on the meeting with Cornwall Council’s Environment Team & Cormac to discuss the drainage issues in the Parish.  Cormac has now carried out a full survey of the drainage system.  It is not a combined system as originally thought and is only linked in two locations.  We have a list of questions to submit to South West Water and a follow-up meeting will be arranged in due course. It is imperative that any incident is reported to the Environmental Agency.
The survey has shown that the disabled toilet is connected to the storm drain.  This was not hi-lighted by Cornwall Council prior to the purchase of the toilets when the drain survey was carried out and therefore, it is CC’s responsibility to undertake the required works.  RESOLVED:  Clerk to write to Cornwall Council.

	North Coast Cluster/Community Network Report:

BB attended the North Coast Cluster meeting.  Items discussed include public toilets, licensing, Cubert Crossroads & the A30 upgrade. Notes to be circulated.
The nest Community Network Meeting is on 10th September.

	Memorial Hall Report:

It has become apparent that the roof will need replacing in the not too distant future.  This was discussed and it was RESOLVED to get an independent survey to get an idea of the cost so that grants & funding sources can be looked at.  The lights may also need rewiring and this is currently being investigated.

	Matters Arising:
(a) Update - Neighbourhood Plan:  A meeting will be set-up with our Network Manager & Ben Dobson to discuss next steps.  Although a couple more offers of help have been received, there is still a lack of volunteers. NOTED.
(b) Emergency Plan:  It was RESOLVED to send the updated version to Cornwall Council.
(c) Sale of Magazine Photocopier:  Despite interest, no buyer has been found.  It was RESOLVED that if it was not sold by the 30th September then SR would arrange for it to be scrapped.

	Other Matters:

(a) Repair to Memorial Hall Roof: Dealt with under 15/141.
(b) Lidded Litter Bins:  The benefits of these bins were discussed and it was RESOLVED to look at the options when the current bins need replacing.

(c) Public Toilets:  Cormac had to be called out to make various repairs in the summer including replacement toilet roll holders & a blockage in the disabled toilet.  It was RESOLVED that in the future the Clerk & the Chairman have delegated authority to authorise Cormac to carry out maintenance, if required.  The toilets will remain open until 27th September when it will revert to winter opening hours.  NOTED.
(d) Fly Posting:  The BT phonebox has several posters on it which need removing.  RESOLVED: BC to see if he can carry out the work.  It was noted that the police and planning enforcement can take action against the perpetrators if necessary.

(e) Playground Insurance Renewal:  RESOLVED:  To pay for the premium out of the Playground Fund.

	Highways/Footpaths Report:

(a) Gannel River:  No response has been received from the Duchy. NOTED.

(b) Crantock Grasscutting & Dog Bin Tender:  Two tenders for each had been received and they were opened by the Clerk.  A considerable discussion took place regarding these tenders.  It was RESOLVED that the difference in tenders was too great to ignore and therefore the Dog Emptying contract was awarded to Cormac and the grasscutting contract was awarded to Cornwall Grounds Maintenance, subject to satisfactory references.  The current contractor was thanked for all their hard work over the past few years.
(c) West Pentire Speed Survey Results:  Dealt with under 15/136.
(d) Halywn Hill Parking:  There is a continual problem with drivers/delivery Lorries parking irresponsibly on Halwyn Hill so that the buses are unable to get through.  Parking Enforcement Officers (PEO’s) have been patrolling twice a week and ticketing offenders and they will come out more often on request.  BB has spoken to the residents concerned and asked them to be more considerate.  RESOLVED:  PEO’s to be asked to carry on patrolling the area.  BB to follow-up with the residents concerned.
