BC felt that no vote had been taken at this meeting.  However, 4 Councillors confirmed that they had voted.  BC disputed this.  NOTED.

	Public Participation:

Prior to the commencement of the Public Speaking Session, the Chairman read out an extract from The Essential Clerk confirming the Clerk’s role & responsibilities.
The Chairman was questioned regarding the inaccuracies in the recent articles in the Newquay Voice. The public had not been previously consulted on this site.
Several local residents commented on Cornwall Council’s affordable housing policy.  How do the Council assess if people can afford the property?  It is extremely difficult to sell on properties.  Can the Parish Council ratify the 50 people on the housing register in the Parish to see if they meet the criteria. As this is Cornwall Council policy it was RESOLVED to invite an Affordable Housing Officer to attend a future meeting and request the housing register so that it can be ratified.
Concerns were expressed that the number of affordable homes in the development would reduce due to the costs of improving the village sewage system.

The legality of the recent Extraordinary Meeting was questioned.  Why were the developers not asked to leave?  Why was there not more notice of the meeting?  Why had a vote not taken place?  Why could the Parish Council not delay their decision?  The Chairman confirmed that the Parish Council had met all the legal requirements to hold a meeting.  A proposal was made & seconded and a vote taken.

	Matters Arising:
(a) Update - Neighbourhood Plan:  A meeting was held recently and the Parish Council needs to decide on the way forward.  RESOLVED:  BD to write update for the Magazine.
(b) Installation of Broadband at the Memorial Hall:  In order for broadband to be installed, an 8 metre pole is required which is not ideal.  BB will arrange to meet the surveyor on site to see if there are any other options.  However, if broadband cannot be installed then the owner of the Post Office has indicated support for the possibility of situating a defibrillator there.  NOTED.

(c) Point of Order – Extraordinary Parish Council Meeting:  BC felt that the recent meeting was a catastrophe.  The PC has supported an application where the affordable houses are unaffordable, there is no rented accommodation and the whole meeting was mismanaged.  Following a heated discussion it was RESOLVED to go into closed session at the end of the meeting to discuss this further (6 for, BC abstained).

(d) Annual Assembly Including Chairmanship 2016/17:  The Annual Assembly will take place on 11th May.  BB believes that it may be beneficial for the Council to change Chairman’s regularly and the Council should consider candidates for this year’s AGM.  NOTED.

(a) Footpath Report:  No reports of any defects.  NOTED.
(b) Highway Issues:  The Clerk read out the response from Cormac following the recent meeting – structural patching is scheduled at Trevemper in 2016/17, any 20mph speed limit/road safety works would have to be funded by the Parish Council, possibly via S106 agreements & the fire hydrant on Trevowah Road has been reported to the fire service as it is their infrastructure.  Following pressure from the PC, Cornwall Council has confirmed that the disabled toilet drain does in fact go into the highway drain and a quote is being got for the work.  NOTED.
(c) ‘Welcome to Crantock Signage’:  It was discussed that this is proven to make drivers drive more carefully.  RESOLVED:  Clerk to get quotes for the signs and a flashing speed visor.
(d) Village Information Leaflet:  Thanks to Di Dumpleton who has again produced the leaflet with a profit of approximately £500.  NOTED.
