Lyn Carter from Cornwall Council has been liaising with PCSO Murray regarding the prosecution of those who allow their dogs to foul on Crantock Beach.  The Dog Wardens will now be patrolling earlier to try and catch the perpertrators.
Cormac’s hedge trimming program is underway.  LG has noticed several potholes in the parish which she will report.

The NHS would like to integrate Health & Social Care Services.  There will be a public drop-in session on 16th March at Newquay Sports Centre at 6.30pm to discuss the proposals.

Lastly, £500 grants were awarded to the Memorial Hall for the installation of broadband and to the Parish Council to put towards a defibrillator.

(a) Update - Neighbourhood Plan:  The next stage of the plan is underway following a meeting with Colleen O’Sullivan.  A land study is now underway using a rigorous set of methodology. (d) Village Clean-Up Event:  This is confirmed for the 19th March at 10am.  The Albion will provide coffee & cake and the Post Office pasties.  Both were thanked for their generosity.  NOTED.

The works to the disabled drains will be done on 20th April and paid for by Cornwall Council.  The summer opening hours were discussed.
