2.  CHAIRMAN'S  REMARKS
Mr Scott welcomed everyone to the meeting.

4.. MATTERS ARISING
4.1 POLICE REPORT

Graffiti on Police Box - Cllr Dixon looked into this, graffiti was removed and box has been removed.

Motor bikes racing about in Redhall Park, Murrayburn and Hailes Quarry Park. Please report any information to Police.

Graffiti meeting on 14th March was cancelled but will be rescheduled.
Parking round schools being looked at.

Dog fouling - people getting blitzed with fixed penalty fines. Some letters have been sent out but have not been followed up - should have wardens out to be seen. Need more bins.

Kingsknowe Roadhouse - Mr Scott asked why several police cars were parked there. PC Kirk did not know of any incident.
Longstone Inn -  Things got heated in pub and Police were called. Persons from another area.

84 Longstone Road - A family are living there now. Police are keeping an eye on it.
There can be 7 people there.

4.4  GRAFFITI
It was suggested by a member of the public that it should be Enviromental, & Health and Safety not just Graffiti.
Mrs Hughes said that she can't understand why suddenly 4 people are involved in producing lists and photographs for each item of graffiti and repairs needed. Particularly when it has not been discussed at a meeting. She said she was not prepared to fill in these lists then send them back to the people concerned. What do they then do with them ?  Mr Scott said that Grace already keeps a book of items and job numbers which she has reported. He said that anybody can report faults but not in the
name of the Community Council, but their own name.
Mrs Watt raised the very bad state of Ladbrokes premises in Kingsknowe Road North/Longstone Road. Mrs Hughes explained that we can't insist that private property be cleaned up. She said that in the past she had put letters in their door about different matters but has never had any response. She said she will go into the bookies and see if she can persuade them to sort it out, and find out who is responsible for keeping the building in good order.
Mr Campbell said there is graffiti and signs missing in the Dovecot area.30 mile sign was replaced but one facing wrong way. Some signs obscured by overgrown tree. All royal mail and grey boxes have been reported. A private individual was painting over graffiti but Mr Campbell objects - not good enough job.
