POLICE REPORT

PC Tony KIrk's report attached (see below).

school but this has been ignored. Flashing lights suggested for Redhall Drive and Kingsknowe Road North.  Mrs Hughes said she had notification that Police would be knocking on doors in Longstone so people could air their complaints. Closing of Police Stations - Wester Hailes restricted hours.

Appointed Police Chief from Glasgow to run all of Scotland.  Have been assured there are teething problems but we will wait and see. Police Scotland seemed like a good idea but it is not working. There is a survey on Police Scotland so don't miss opportunity.
