Ann Watt - Tree overhanging pavement on ground just past bus stop on ground in front of Jehovah's Witness Church.

March - Church opening Food Bank. Planning to open once a week on Monday mornings.

C.O.S. Census Area Document.
Cllr. Dixon - Parking of bus drivers along Murrayburn Road - will ask them again. Real trouble is parking near roundabout on Longstone Road. All drivers have parking pass, all that can be done is to encourage them to use car park. If there is no regulation the road you cannot stop anyone parking.

Redhall Grove is going to have single yellow line with restrictions and double yellow lines on corners.

Redhall School playing field lights shining on property Cllr Dixon will follow it up.

Gates not being closed on Inglis Green Road (bus stop) at pub. Permission was given for these gates to allow deliveries, on condition that the gates were kept locked at all other times. This is not happening now. Whole area needs revamped. Gates are for shop and Longstone Inn only.
