Mike Frew - windows have been broken at church - do P.C.s keep an eye on this? Litter left nearly every day so youths are gathering. When earmarked are on patrol they do question youths and keep a watch.
Steuart Campbell - People ringing doorbells to see if anyone is in are they aware? Cllr. Dixon aware of increased activity in this area and has spoken to Police Inspector.

What happens to those caught? Under 16s are reported to Juvenile Panel, others reported to Proculator Fiscal. Parents are advised and tenancy can be threatened. Not so many Police on beat - they are a slave to radio calls. 101 for non emergency calls. If you see something in front of you then call 999.
