4.1
POLICE REPORT 
PC. Palmer reported on crimes recorded in April 2015 for the beat area PW54 (ward 7). These included housebreakings, assaults, road safety, theft vandalism, malicious mischief and crime trends.

He was asked about reports in Kingsknowe (mostly in ward 2) and agreed to report to Mr Campbell about that. He was also asked about a contact for reporting graffiti, for which Police Scotland now has no dedicated team.

He was also asked about noisy 'boy racers' in Sainsbury's car park (a matter for Sainsbury's to deal with) and he gave advice to householders to protect their property.
4.2   PLANNING REPORT
The application to use the former office at 102 Kingsknowe Road North as a day nursery has been approved.
The application to redevelop Longstone Shopping Centre 69-96 Inglis Green Road for housing has been amended to reduce the number of flats to 54. The application still under consideration.

4.4   ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES
Mr Campbell explained that apart from telecommunications street cabinets owned by BT and Virgin Media, there are others owned by CEC. The latter has agreed to remove graffiti from a cabinet in Hawmuirside and VM has agreed to clean others. Action has been requested on the drain gulley outside 24 Redhall Road, which has been patched but still causes flooding. It was noted that traffic bollards are still missing from the island in Longstone Road. The problem is one of lack of road repair and electricity supply. The gate at Longstone Inn is now closed. Damage to a fence in Longstone Park was noted but
 it may be privately owned. The aqueduct is still leaking on to Inglis Green Road.
