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Evanton Wood Community Company
Agreement and Rules for the Issue of Scavenging Licenses.

1. The Parties to this Agreement.

Evanton Wood Community Company (hereinafter referred to as EWCC) [We need an address or reference for the company]

2. The Rights Granted.
Permission is given to the Permit Holder to collect firewood between the dates specified from the compartment identified on the issued permit within Evanton Community Wood (Hereinafter referred to as The Wood), subject to the following conditions:
3. The Site.

Firewood can only be extracted from the compartment identified on the issued permit. The compartments are identified on the compartment map and any queries regarding compartment boundaries should be referred to a member of the Wood Management Group.

4. The Duration.

The dates during which the scavenging license operates will be marked on the issued permit.

5. The Charge.

All charges for rights granted shall be payable in advance. No removal of firewood should take place until the Permit Holder is in possession of the issued permit. All cheques should be made payable to EWCC. The Permit Holders Name and car registration number should be written on the back of the cheque.

6. The Conditions.

a) The Permit Holder will comply with the conditions, except as expressly authorised by this permission.  In particular the Permit Holder will also ensure:-

· a speed limit of 10 miles per hour is observed at all times

· there is no smoking or lighting of fires

· all gates are left in the position as found

· reasonable care is taken to prevent disturbance to wild fauna and flora and to agricultural livestock and that dogs are kept under control at all times

· compliance with any instructions issued by the Wood Management Group or their authorised representative

· The roads in the wood are not obstructed

b) The Permit Holder will pay compensation or make good to the satisfaction of the Wood Management Group all damage to the EWCC’s property arising from the exercise of this permission.

c) This permission is for the collection of lop and top and off-cuts, which are within the area of the designated compartment. Do not pick up timber where it is unsafe to do so and/or too heavy to move. If in any doubt about particular timber guidance should be sought from a member of the Wood Management Group. 
d) Stacks of timber left at roadside and parts of trees or whole trees (which are still attached to their root plate/stump), MUST NOT be removed from site. EWCC has a management policy that ensures a certain amount of lying timber to increase biodiversity and it will be made clear on issue of permits if there are particular areas within compartments designated for this purpose.
e) The firewood collected is for the sole use of the permission holder and MUST NOT be resold.

f) All work must be carried out in a tidy manner, keeping drains clear of debris and no material may be uplifted other than specified above.

g) The permit does not give exclusive rights to collect firewood within this site.  Other firewood collectors may be encountered.

h) If other persons having an interest in the land are likely to be affected, the Permit Holder will inform those persons. EWCC will give the Permit Holder the names and addresses of those persons likely to be affected.  The Permit Holder will notify those concerned not less than 14 days in advance, unless otherwise agreed in writing.

i) CHAINSAWS, MECHANICAL MACHINERY/VEHICLES:  The permit holder will NOT BE permitted to use a chainsaw or mechanical machinery/ vehicles within Evanton wood during the exercise of the rights granted under this permission. The vehicle specified on the permit and a trailer may be taken on the core tracks but the permit is not transferable and the Permit Holder should not bring any other vehicles into the Wood. If the Permit Holder changes their vehicle during the period the permit is in operation the Wood Management Group must be informed and a new permit for the new vehicle will be issued. The use of quad bikes and trailers and other means of removing the firewood should be discussed with the Wood Management Group before the issue of permits.  
j) The Permit Holder will indemnify EWCC against all claims arising from any loss or damage, or injury or death to any other wood users and any third parties arising from the exercise of this permission.

k) EWCC accepts no responsibility for loss or damage to the Permit Holder’s property unless the loss or damage is due to negligent acts or omissions by the EWCC or their agents.

l) The Permit Holder will ensure that the access routes are safe and suitable before exercising the permission in the proximity of Wood operations.

m) The Permit Holder must only use the vehicle named above.  No other vehicles or machines will be permitted on site.  
The Permit Holder must have sufficient and appropriate insurance in place in 

respect of the use of the Permit Holder’s vehicle within the Wood.

n) VEHICLE PERMITS:  Vehicle entry permissions, where issued, must be clearly displayed by any vehicles using Evanton wood.

o) KEYS:  Please note that all gate keys, if issued, must be signed for and returned to the Wood Management Group in the interests of health and safety and the continuity of firewood permit agreements. A returnable deposit will be taken on issue of gate keys this will be returned when the key is returned. If returning the key by post, please ensure that the correct postage is used and include a SAE for the return of the key deposit.  
p) The Wood Management Group will ensure that all EWCC directors are notified of the permission and the compartment to which it applies.

q) The Permit Holder will not assign or sublet the rights granted under this permission and will on demand produce the permission if asked by an EWCC director or any member of the community using the Wood.
r) EXTENSIONS:  NO extensions or refunds will be made unless Clause(s) below apply.

s) EWCC reserves the right to revoke the permission at any time if the Permit Holder breaches any of its conditions or if in the opinion of the Wood Management Group there are exceptional circumstances which warrant it.  If the permission is revoked by the Wood Management Group on the grounds of exceptional circumstances a refund may be made but no refund will be made if 

revocation is due to default by the Permit Holder.

As the Wood areas subject to this permission are also used by certain other third parties, it is necessary in the interests of management of the Wood for such third parties to notify you of events which may affect or restrict your use of the forest.  In these circumstances EWCC will disclose your details to certain other forest users for this purpose only.

Health & Safety

t) The Permit Holder should be aware that walkers, cyclists, cars, lorries and horse riders may be encountered on the roads within the Wood. Also cyclists, horse riders and walkers may be encountered on the path network within the wood. There is no restricted access within the wood and Permit Holders should be aware that other members of the community could be encountered anywhere within the Wood.  Please give due care and attention to these other Wood users, obey all warning signs and do not obstruct the core tracks within the Wood.

u) Do not pass any lorry or machine which is operating in the Wood until the operator signals you to do so.

v) Please remember that working alone can be hazardous, so you should carry a first aid kit and mobile phone.  Let a responsible person know details of your mobile number, where you are, when you intend to return and whom to contact if you do not report by an agreed time.

w) You should be equipped for working on rough terrain and inclement weather.
x) Please be aware that weather and road conditions can change and that storms may leave the crop in a dangerous condition.  It would, therefore, be unadvisable to exercise your permission under these circumstances.
