Evanton Wood is a huge asset providing 
benefits not only for the village but also for 
the wider community to enjoy for family, 
group or community events.  The wood 
provides something for all ages with 

activities for the 
very young, such 
as the outdoor 
play park, the 
dipping pool and 
the Secret Trail, 
the highly active, 

such as mountain bike trails and 
orienteering routes, and those seeking 
more leisurely pursuits using the paths for 
walking alone or in a group.  There are also 
opportunities for picnics or simply quiet 
appreciation of 
the environment 
and the wildlife 
that the wood 
supports 
including deer, 
squirrels, bats, 
frogs and newts. This is made easier 
through the use of the naturally crafted 
furniture that is scattered throughout the 
wood. 

The wood provides a venue for a variety of 
events throughout the year including 
weddings, Easter egg hunts, outdoor 

demonstrations of 
cooking, woodcraft 
and woodworking 
and many more. 

In addition, the wood has been 
recognized for its provision of facilities 
for a wide range of groups such as local 
schools, walking groups and dementia 
support.

This is 
not generally funded by grants but instead 
comes from fund raising by volunteers.
