East Riding of Yorkshire Council News

On Thursday, 9t February East Riding of Yorkshire Councillors set the budget for the
forthcoming year.

It has been one of the most challenging years we can remember & whilst the aim is
always to try to keep costs down as much as possible, a rise of 4.99% was agreed.

[t may help to understand that this is made up of 2.99% to cover the cost pressures
across all our 600 plus services and 2% to go towards Adult Social Care. The government
stated that their funding towards local authorities included an expectation that we would
do this.

We were acutely aware of the cost-of-living pressures faced by us all, and the council is
no exception. It is also experiencing great pressures in terms of current and future wage
settlements, increased energy and fuel costs, as well as the social care costs supporting a
growing elderly population.

In fact, these issues mean we have to find an additional £36 million this coming year to
balance the books, which will be met by using £7 million from reserves, £10 million from
the Council tax increase and then having to find the balance of around £19 million by
more efficient ways of working.

We think residents value the services offered by ERYC & we want to ensure they are

protected we will also continue to provide support for those in need through our Help
for Households and Help for Business initiatives which can be readily accessed by going

Thanks are sent to
Dan Backhouse and his team for cutting the Christmas tree into pieces in readiness for
collection by Bridlington Young Farmers, who were raising funds for the Stroke Unit at Hull
Royal Infirmary by doing a tree disposal service.

Planning application 22/03433/CM for the construction of an asphalt plant and associated
works at Brandesburton is open for comments until the 10™ March. Residents may submit
comments by going to
https://newplanningaccess.eastriding.gov.uk/newplanningaccess/PLAN/22/03433/CM (please
be aware that sometimes pages take a while to load) or by writing to: East Riding of Yorkshire
Council, Planning and Development Management, County Hall, Cross Street, Beverley, HU17
9BA. Please ensure your letter is received by ERYC before the 10t March.

With regret, the Parish Council agreed that due to lack of funding, the provision of a bus shelter
will be postponed and considered during budget discussions later in the year; even if grant
funding could be secured the Parish Council needs to have the funds to meet the mandatory
contribution towards the project.

If you would like to check for roadworks and road closures on your journey,
https://one.network is a free live map where highway authorities (such as ERYC) and utilities list
their operations, it can be searched for information up to 12 months in advance.

There seems to be an increase in dog-fouling and littering in the village, this is offensive to those
who would like to keep the village as a ‘nice place’ to live. Please ensure you and your children
dispose of your litter and dog mess correctly.

The Parish Council is still looking to employ you or your company to look after the maintenance
of the benches in the village.
