Another Hugely Successful
Rowing Regatta

The Cromarty Community Rowing Club’s 2023 regatta
took place on 23rd and 24th September, the culmination
of weeks of preparation, practicing and planning! Not
least by the town’s young folk - in the run up to the day,
our Youth Cafe members painted some stones with
beautiful, welcoming and motivational messages to put in
each club area. And on the Friday the entire Cromarty
Primary School, and our Youth Rowers (HLH crew of
Leaders) cleared and cleaned the beach to make it tip-top.
Alex at the Port of Cromarty Firth gifted each child a pair
of wellies, Moray Firth Coastal Partnership supplied
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grabby sticks, and Max from Topcare provided gloves.
And the beach was left pristine!

We had all been watching the weather apps with concern
but in the end the clouds parted and winds died down to
near flat calm for both days - the conditions for rowing
could not have been better.

Eleven clubs took part in total with Cromarty, Avoch,
Strathpeffer, Nairn, Findochty and Lossiemouth, plus
Golspie, Ullapool, Skye & Lochalsh , Gairloch and finally
Eastern from way down south in Portobello. We also had
some expert umpiring help from our good friends from
Broughty Ferry so it really was an all-Scotland event!

Some great racing ensued with Ullapool and Eastern
chasing each other up the leader board, with Eastern
prevailing in the end. But Cromarty did themselves proud,
fielding teams with both seasoned racers and some
newcomers to regatta rowing. We eventually secured third
place overall with some cracking results, notably the 50s
Men who rowed home to win the Gold medal! Plus there
was a Silver for the 60s Women and Bronzes for the 50s
Women, and for the Women’s and Men’s Opens too. And
then there were our shining stars - our youth. Gold medal
winners in the Under 16 Girls AND Boys’ categories and
Silver and Bronzes in the Under 14 Girls and Boys’
respectively, with all our rowers in all categories doing
brilliantly. In one race we had 8 young people out
representing Cromarty, some as young as 12. It’s great to
see the fun they get from rowing - the future’s looking
strong! Well done to them, and to all the rowers who took
part.

The two day event culminated with a “Fun” row, whereby
9 boats with mixed teams from different clubs set off from
the West Beach, rowed out to Nigg to each pick up a
“passenger” who was waiting for them on the beach there
(the nine had been kindly ferried across by Dougie). They
then had to row them back across the firth to the East
Beach, whereby the passenger ran up to touch the
Emigration Stone for the finishing point. This was a great
fun end to a fine couple of days and the Strathpeffer boat
was the ultimate winner.

On-shore activities were a great success too with a
fantastic spread of food which was greatly complimented,



with plenty of delicious cakes too! We are very grateful to
all at Aberdeen University Lighthouse Field Station for
giving us the use of the old Buoy Store to base ourselves
for all the catering activities. And to the Cromarty Boat
Club for their use of their tower facilities for the campers
and the Cromarty Harbour Trust for letting us take over
the harbour area. Enormous thanks too goes to all those
who shopped, prepared, cooked, made soup, baked,
donated raffle prizes or helped on the stalls - whether
food or the raffles, or merchandise, or who helped on the
water - those in umpire boats, safety boats, or who laid
courses, or those in the umpire tent or tower, or anywhere
else. Whatever you did it truly contributed to the success
of the event, and we very much appreciate it. Cromarty
people, as ever, were gems in welcoming people, and all
the businesses in the town were accommodating and kind.

Development Trust

The Campsite has had its first month and is proving very
popular. It was full at a recent weekend and we have
bookings into future months.

Local residents are very welcome to continue to walk
themselves and their dogs — it is your community
campsite after all - and we now have a dog poo bin. The
campers enjoy speaking to locals and finding out about
our town and what it has to offer.

Following the terrible fire of a camper van parked beside
the harbour, residents can be reassured that we have fire
extinguishers and systems for raising the alarm at the
community campsite.

The Royal Hotel public meeting on 18 Sept saw an
astonishing nearly 100 people hear about WHY the Trust
thinks we could develop a community buyout and HOW
this could be done (there is a lot of funding available),
then split into groups to discuss whether you think this is
a good idea, whether we should progress it, what it could



be used for, and what are the key issues we need to be
aware of while doing so. Sixty different possible uses were
proposed!!!

The CCDT Board will discuss all of what you wrote, at its
meeting on Monday (2 Oct), then we will come back to

members and the wider community to prioritise the
possible ideas and ideally different groups of members
can then work up different parts of the project. It may all
come to nothing of course, but it could become a big part
of our town’s future.

Other Projects are not forgotten. The Barn and the East
Church Hall are still there. The CCDT Board are
developing a Workplan, describing what are the Trust’s
priority Aims and Objectives; and we will need help from
members to decide and agree what actual activities Board
and Members do to achieve our goals. Otherwise things
fall by the wayside, we try to do everything at the same
time, and/or members have no idea what is going on.

Courthouse Update

At the beginning of September, we held another event to
mark 250 years of the Courthouse. A “Live Literature”
session was arranged for local primary schools, Cromarty
and Resolis. With the support of the Scottish Book Trust,
Barbara Henderson, a local author and drama teacher,
was invited to spend a morning in the Courthouse. Her
“Jacobites in Jeopardy” event for 36 P6 and P7 pupils
(and quite a few supporting adults) uncovered stories of



crown and crime in Highland history. It was a dynamic
session — lots of role play and props and the action moved
between the courtroom and the museum garden — luckily
the sun was shining.

Cromarty pupils stayed on to take part in a testing
museum quiz, designed to take them round the whole
museum and challenge their powers of observation as well
as their reading skills. Everyone was up for the task and
enjoyed the contest. We hope they will be back soon with

renewed curiosity!

We are also delighted to announce that the Courthouse

has been awarded over £60,000 from the National
Lottery Heritage Fund. This grant, together with the
funding we received from Museums Galleries Scotland in
July, will enable us to employ a full-time curator/manager
for two years with the remit to drive community
engagement to ensure long term sustainability and
increased financial viability for the museum. We are
currently recruiting; details of the post are here.

In the current economic climate competition for funding
is becoming increasingly fierce so we feel it’s a massive
vote of confidence in the museum and in Cromarty itself.
We look forward to this being the first steps of a dynamic
development programme at the museum. As well as
receiving external funding, the 2023 season overall has
been very successful, with increased visitor numbers,
sales and donations. We have had organised visits by
schools and the Youth Café and we hope to see this
expand with a programme of activities next year.
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The museum will now remain open until Thursday 12
October (but not the weekend 7th & 8th Oct) from 12.00
until 16.00. We are also planning to open at weekends
through until Christmas — look out for notices. So there’s
still time to stock up on local books, children’s books, gifts
and generally remind yourself what’s on offer in our shop.

This talk will interrogate the autobiographical sources left
by Rev. James Fraser (1634-1709) of Kirkhill, a Gaelic-
speaking scholar, traveller and minister. The entire period
between 1493 and 1746 can still sometimes appear
enigmatic in the history of the region, but Professor
Worthington will highlight a different side that becomes
apparent in Fraser’s presentation. His talk will focus on
his strong engagement with Europe and his entanglement
with empire, offering a fresh interpretation of the
Highlands in the century before Culloden.

Professor David Worthington is an historian of Scottish
(and wider British and Irish) connections with central
Europe (c.1500-c.1700). He researches and publishes also
on the history of the firthlands of mainland northern
Scotland from within a coastal history context. He
completed his PhD in the Department of History,
University of Aberdeen in 2000, and, prior to taking up
his position at UHI, held the following posts: Irish



Research Council for the Humanities and Social Sciences
Postdoctoral Fellow at the National University of Ireland,
Maynooth (2001-2002); Leverhulme Early Career
Research Fellow at the University of Aberdeen (2005-
2007); Visiting Professor on two separate occasions at
Polish universities, in the cities of Kielce (2004-2005) and
Wroclaw (2007-2008). On arriving at the Centre for
History as a lecturer in July 2008, he led on the
development and launch of both the university's first joint
honours degree, and was responsible for validating a suite
of four online masters programmes in history from 2011-
17. Prof Worthington has been head of the Centre since
2011, and was awarded his professorship in 2020.

This
six-day intensive course is run by Perthshire based master
craftsman Robbie Schneider, and is the only course in
Scotland where people can learn or develop this
traditional, hand carving skill. We look forward to
welcoming people from all over the UK that week.

Crafts this month include a one-day coil basket making
class with Aurore Whitworth. Aurore is a new tutor to
Cromarty, she makes baskets from rope salvaged from the
beach as well as using natural plant fibres she collects
herself around her croft in Shetland. Her class has sold
out already but we are hoping she will come back and run
another one next year.

Morag Tweedie is coming back on 21 October for
another one-day introduction to print making. We have a
few spaces left on that course where you can learn about
the various ways of making prints. It’s lots of fun, really
easy and you get to play with lots of different materials
and techniques. It’s also a good day if you have done some
printing before and want to develop your skills.



We have another new tutor this month for the life drawing
weekend over 28 & 29 October at the Stables. Jana
Emburey is an established artist and tutor based in
Granton-on-Spey. She teaches classes in drawing and
painting in Grantown on Spey and at Inverness Museum
and Art Gallery and exhibits work in galleries in Tain,
Inverness, Edinburgh and London. There are only a
couple of spaces left and it’s suitable whether you're a
beginner or have done some life drawing before.

Jazz and classical music are on this month, both up at the
Stables. An evening of piano, violin and cello from the
Trio Havisham on Sunday 8 October. A young trio from
London, they are being supported on their first tour of
Scotland by the Tunnell Trust and Chamber Music
Scotland. They are travelling the whole thing by public
transport which must be quite a challenge with a cello.
