Mulchaich Adopt-a-Monument Project 2012-13
Following on from the successful completion of the Mulchaich Project of 2008-11 when we surveyed the two settlement sites and the chambered cairn at Mulchaich Farm (report on the past projects page of this website) NOSAS is working towards presenting the lower/west site and the chambered cairn for visitors to enjoy under Archaeology Scotland’s Adopt-a-Monument scheme. The project is being jointly led by John Wombell and Meryl Marshall
The objectives at this stage are;
1. Clearing and controlling the vegetation so that the features of the site can be identified
2. Enclosing the area so that sheep, but not cattle, can graze in the area thereby preserving the features. A new fence will be put up on the south east side and the existing fence on the west side will be repaired
3. Presenting the different buildings so that they are seen to full advantage; this may for example be something like clearing the material from inside the kiln bowl so that the stonework and the flue can be seen or it may be identifying what we think is the dam and the pond 

4. Cutting a drain and laying hard core at the access gate

5. Continuing research both at the site and in the documents. 
6. Various permissions need to be secured eg HS for the chambered cairn
7. We do not wish to erect interpretation boards as they soon degrade and will need maintenance. One idea is to have a stock of information leaflets printed and available for distribution; on the leaflets there will be a QR code which will enable visitors to link into a website where they can access more information.

Obviously it will be some time before the vegetation at the site is under control but we are well on the way to achieving most of the other objectives. From time to time we will be having work parties.
