As mentioned last week Ardentinny Community Council is in the process of updating its basic emergency plan, so
that as a community we can help ourselves if something was to happen in our village.

We are still looking for people who would be willing to volunteer and assist in one or more of the following areas as
appropriate;

e check on vulnerable people

e  collect provisions and prescriptions

e clear snow

e help to provide shelter, warmth and food and drinks (the Village Hall would be our primary location for
this)

Also, we are looking for people with particular skills and/or equipment that could help in an emergency e.g.

e  First Aid training

e  Nurse practitioner

e  Electrical Skills

e  Plumbing Skills

e Accesstoadx4d

e qualified chainsaw user

e atractor or quad bike

e  Social Worker/Care Worker
e  Access to a Boat

If the answer is yes — and you would like to help your community - we would very much like to hear from you.

There are no obligations on anyone that volunteers — it will just mean that we may call you in an emergency to ask if
you are free to help.

Mobile Phone Alarm from the Government — For your Awareness

A new emergency alert system that will give the Government and emergency services the capability to send an alert
directly to mobile phones when there is a risk to life was launched on 19 March 2023.

A UK-wide alerts test will take place in the early evening of Sunday 23 April 2023 which will see most mobile phones
in the country ring out an alarm. PLEASE DO NOT IGNORE THE ALERT, YOU WILL NOT BE ABLE TO USE YOUR
MOBILE PHONE UNTIL YOU HAVE ACKNOWLEDGED RECEIPT.

The government’s new emergency alerts service is designed to warn citizens if their life is at risk. The alert will sound
during events such as severe flooding, fire or a terrorist attack. All compatible phones will sound a siren for ten
seconds and display a warning message until it is dismissed by the user. The alarm will sound even if the phone is on
silent. Tablets with access to cellular networks will also receive the alerts.
