Presentation by Gigaclear

Topics discussed included: 
The announcement by the Connecting Devon and Somerset (CDS) project to terminate the contract with Gigaclear.
This decision will have no impact on Rodney Stoke Parish, as much of the work has already been committed. 

There are two sections in Rodney Stoke to connect and finish. 

Moving forward Gigaclear will build in areas where it is commercially viable to build, but they can bring people and areas into the plan at their own discretion. 

Gigaclear continue to be statutory undertakers, the change is the withdrawal of the CDS subsidy. 

The network is nearly completed, but it is unlikely to be completed until the new year due to issues elsewhere in the District.

Barrow Wood Lane: repairs have been requested and will be chased.
Crossing the brook at the end of Honeyhurst Lane: work will commence at the end of November, with directional drilling underneath the brook if the bridge can’t be used. 

Stoke Street: works at the top of Stoke Street are scheduled and the visibility splay will be returned to grass following the works.
