BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT

Cllr Edyvean and Cllr Matthews provided an update on the local government reorganisation. The County Council had voted to put forward what was formerly known as option 1B which would see Gedling and Broxtowe join up with the City Council to form one unitary authority called Nottingham Council and the rest of Nottinghamshire form a second unitary authority called Nottinghamshire Council. Rushcliffe Borough Council is meeting next week to formally approve the same proposal, which needs to be submitted to government later this month. Nottingham City Council wants boundary changes which would see parts of Rushcliffe, including Bradmore would join the City. There will be no changes to parliamentary boundaries.
Glass bins have now been issued across the borough, collections will start in December.

Cllr Shipman thanked Cllr Matthews on behalf of the Parish Council for his £1000 of funding towards the new village defibrillator.
Cllr Matthews and Cllr Edyvean left the meeting.
