Matters Arising

Rock face: The work on the rock face is almost completed. Alice to write letter of thanks to Highland Council with copy to Audrey Sinclair, Highland councillor. 

Community Needs Assessment. A new date of 5th May has been proposed for meeting but has still to be confirmed by Albyn. Post meeting note date confirmed as 5th May
Safer Routes to School: The Community Council strongly support this concept. Richard and Jim Sutherland will walk around the area on the 13th and report back to the Parent Council on the 21st. 

Sports Court: There will be an official opening on 29th May from 12md -2pm. The court is currently open for tennis etc.

Pontoon: At a recent site visit by architect and Roads Department it was decided that the pier site was unacceptable because of a need for 4 parking places. Another site at bottom of the Corran gardens was identified and the architect will ask if this is acceptable. The area around the pier requires a general tidy up. 

Road beyond school: The track surface has deteriorated and the approach to the playing fields is poor. An estimate of around £3500 has been received for drainage improvements and a crushed rock and dust surface similar to that used on the Aird path. It is proposed that we try to secure funding for this upgrade from school to the commencement of Aird path improvements. Alice will write to Sports Association, Crofters and Gordon Murray to ask if they would be prepared to contribute towards funds. The Community Council agreed that they would provide £500.

Gaelic English Core Path Signs: Bord na Ghaidhlig will provide funding for bi lingual signs and the Community Council have been asked if they will support this. Agreed that we do so.

AOCB: The swings have been removed from the playing fields with no consultation with any individual. Alice to check reason for same.
