Small Communities Housing Trust

Morvern Taylor explained that there are likely to be no funds for further HSCHT developments in Shieldaig over the next 5 years. The two remaining RHOG plots have not been taken up so it was decided that these should be offered to a wider market over a six month period. They will be advertised in the Highland Solicitors Property Centre. Should there still be no uptake an open market sale with no conditions attached will be considered.

In appropriate circumstances HSCHT may be prepared to arrange for the construction of  houses  for approved applicants. For information on this option contact Morvern Taylor for further details. ( also see post- meeting note below)
Minutes of last meeting ; Accepted.

Matters Arising: 

Aird Track: The bulk of the money for resurfacing and draining has been secured and work will shortly commence.

Safer Routes to School: Ross Bartlett ( Highland Councilwill visit  on 1st June to walk the route, ascertain potential for path and discuss lighting. Richard will accompany. It was agreed that if lighting is considered essential it should be low level and low intensity.

Community Needs Assessment : Meeting on 5th June. 

Post Meeting Note: The local demand for family housing seems to have been met but there is a shortage of accommodation for single people. Albyn are able to offer joint tenancies in the family houses if there is interest. Discussion took place as to whether Albyn might be able to use the RHOG plots for affordable housing for single people and Helen Fraser, Albyn Housing will discuss this possibility with Morvern Taylor.

Swings: CC was concerned that these popular swings had been removed without consultation. Following enquiries Douglas Miles explained that these had been removed for Health and Safety reasons, the top bar were corroding and movable. He has applied for funding for replacements and should know in June whether he has been successful.  Alice will follow this up.
Rock face: Patchwork repairs have been carried out to the road surface. Monitor same.

Scottish Water: No further information on renewal of water mains. Alice will contact Joanna Peebles prior to next meeting to check on progress. 

Sports Court: There will be a formal opening on 29th May 12.00 -1400. There is an open invitation to all in the community and invitations have been sent out to others who have been involved in the project.

Information Booklet: Excellent feedback Congratulations to Iona on another splendid production.

Community Council code of conduct: Agenda item for next meeting. Draft proposal documents currently being circulated to community councillors.

Community Care Review: Lynn considering 4 papers pertaining to the review of community care. She will respond on behalf of Community Council.
Finance: The audited accounts have been returned to Brian. Send to Highland Council as soon as possible.  No response to Brian’s letter to Tom Forrest re Out of Hours funding.

Dog Fouling: Members of the Community Council have received complaints from  those in the village and the grass cutters. It was agreed that dog fouling is very unpleasant and a danger to health. Waste bins for excrement are located at both ends of village and free polythene bags are available in village shop. We would request that dog owners act responsibly. Should the problems persist the dog warden will be contacted.

Path round village: Nommie will spray weed killer on same.

Planning: The architect is having informal talks with roads department before altering pontoon plans. The intention is to have some parking at the pier and the pontoon located below Corran
