Matters Arising

Swings; These will be re-instated but  Highland Council have given no timescale for the work

Scottish Water; Joanna Peebles has indicated that the proposal to build a new intake and treatment works is further advanced than she previously thought. Scottish Water will arrange a presentation to the community at a date to be determined. Alice has passed on school contact details so that Miss Miller and Joanna can discuss a possible meeting with schoolchildren. Alice will discuss with Joanna the timing of the approaches to landowners in relation to the renewal of the mains pipes discussed at the September CC meeting

Safer Routes to School: A HC engineer has looked at the route. The estimated cost for the entire route would be over budget so a decision was made by the Parent Council and Richard that the sections of rustic footpath which could be done within the £28 K budget should go ahead. That left two sections of path where road widening would be required(estimated cost £10K). While it was agreed  that this should be treated as a 2nd phase it was made clear to HC that it was important on safety grounds to complete the missing links as soon as practicable. Those involved with safer routes to school will liaise with the Core Path team to ensure that the different sections of path properly link up.

Village Tubs: Tubs and plants have been obtained and some sponsors to maintain these have volunteered their services. The grass verges in the village are overgrown and untidy. If you can volunteer some time to help with tidying on Wednesday 20th your help will be appreciated. Volunteers to meet at church at 11 am. Audrey will check as to whether a street sweeping vehicle  is still in use in this area.

Grants for Maintainance of Core Paths:Grants are available and must be claimed by end of November. Alice to apply for tools. 

AOCB

A request has again been made for a bus shelter at Baile Shuis. The Community Council supports  this request. Alice to check our position on waiting list and, if necessary, consider options for funding same.

Prawn Fishing Regulations: A petition to the Scottish Parliament is currently being formulated by the Torridon Nephrops Management group to press for better arrangements for regulating West Coast  prawn fishing. The community Council supported this action.

Core Paths; The application for improvements to the path round the village has been approved at first stage of assessment and will be considered by Planning Department on 13th November.

Kinloch Woodlands AGM: This will take place at Kinloch on 13th November. Alice will attend in Brian's place

Rural Areas Document:  Richard will respond on behalf of the Community Council since the document has no mention of fishing which is important for our area.

Finance: In order to make the  Community Council’s finances more transparent it was agreed that a financial statement should go on the Community Council website (shieldaig.info)and a copy inserted in the village folder in the shop. There is currently £3776.05 in the CC account.
