	The St Bartholomew’s Graveyard headstone risk assessment has now been completed with headstones either secured or laid over where this was not possible

Monthly checks underway to:
· Confirm condition of footpath (removal of trip hazards / moss etc – treat as required
· Check salt bin full & scoop in place
· Check sturdiness of handrail – Llangybi blacksmiths have now completed their repairs – handrail now shows no movement. 
· Check wall / lychgate for loose stones and tiles.  
· Check health & safety notice installed
· Non-compliant wiring was discovered between the church and the footpath and lychgate lighting.  Gwenlec Electrics have now replaced this with armoured cabling throughout. All is now compliant. 

The overhanging bough / large branch of a tree on an adjoining tree has now been removed.
