The Clerk/RFO provided those present with a copy of the June 2026 cashflow position, together with the Unity Trust Bank (UTB) statements covering April, May & June. The cashflow balances were verified to the closing balances in the UTB statements at the end of Apr/May/June, with Councillor Daniel agreeing to sign to confirm their accuracy in accordance with section 2.6 of the Model Community Council Financial Regulations (Wales).
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	Audit 2025/2026
Steps already completed:
· The Audit notice was published on the noticeboard and web site back in May, (well before the final date of 22nd June).
· The external audit (Annual Return) was signed off at the June Council meeting.  Having been reviewed by the Chair as a ‘second pair of eyes’, the additional papers required for this year’s ‘Basic’ review (together with the annual return) were sent to Wales Audit on 27th June.  
Current & Next steps are:
· 6th July to 31stJuly (inclusive) – Period for public to inspect the accounts and supporting documents.
· 14th September:  The date from which electors can exercise their rights under the Public Audit (Wales) Act 2004.
· 30th September:  Audited accounts must be published by this date.

	Risk Review (inc Health & Safety schedule)
The following points were highlighted by the Clerk / RFO from the latest Risk Assessment
(i)  Precept
The first instalment of the 2026/27 precept was received at the end of April.  The next instalment is due at the end of August.

(ii) Legal Powers
· The General Power of Competence was re-adopted at the May 2026 Statutory Meeting. 
· Our Standing Orders were re-adopted (without amendment) at the May 2026 Statutory Meeting. 
· The Council’s Financial Regulations were also re-adopted (with one minor amendment) at the May 2026 Statutory Meeting. 

(iii)  Salaries / Wages – Workplace pensions
Our (three-yearly) pensions declaration was made on our behalf to the Pensions Regulator by Beverely & Williams on 1st May 2026.

(iv) Councillor Allowances
The Clerk will start the ‘Claim’ process for the 2026/27 financial in September.

(v) Assets
a) Security - improved 4K CCTV camera to cover Goytre car park now installed.
b) Asset Register - Cover checked for dog waste bins on advice of our Internal Auditor (May 2026) & found to be sufficient.
c) Public Convenience Maintenance / Refurbishment - No suitable funding has been identified.  Clerk has approached existing contractors to see if the work could be undertaken in stages, or alternatively to refurbish each ‘side’ separately.
d) Health & Safety Risk Assessment
Four quotes have now been obtained by the Clerk for an RRFSO* compliant fire safety assessment of the Olde Pounde Shop.  This is on the agenda for the July full council meeting where hopefully Councillors will make a decision to proceed.

(vi) Data Protection Legislation (GDPR
Our (annual) ICO registration was renewed on 1st June 2026.

(vii) Community & Town Councils Duty under Section 6
    of the Environment Wales Act 2016 (Bio diversity 
    plan)
An updated plan three-year plan has been drawn up by Councillor Robins with three members of the community and was signed off at the June 2026 Full Council.
