	Election of Chairman
Councillor Barnes nominated the current Chair, Councillor Dodd to serve a further term in office.  Councillor Dodd confirmed that he was happy to continue in office. His nomination was seconded by Councillor Butler. There being no other nominations, Councillor Dodd’s appointment was carried unanimously.

	Chairman’s acceptance of Office
The Chair thanked everyone present for their support and confirmed his acceptance of a further term of office.  The Clerk confirmed that he would send the ‘Declaration of Acceptance’ in the post for Councillor Dodd to sign (the Clerk to countersign as the Proper Officer of the Council).

Councillor Dodd welcomed everyone to the meeting and said that he was looking forward to successfully arranging for the commencement of works on the Multi Use Games Area (MUGA).

	Appointment of Vice-Chair
It is was agreed that the current Vice-Chair, Councillor Andy Barnes be appointed for a further year. He was formally proposed by Councillor Deakins and seconded by Councillor Thayers.  Carried unanimously.

	Appointment of Statutory and /or Standing Committee Members
i. Goytre Village Hall Committee

It was proposed by Councillor Butler that Councillor Dodd should continue in this position. This was seconded by Councillor Thayers and carried unanimously.   
ii. Little Mill Village Hall Committee
It was proposed by Councillor Deakins that Councillor Rands (who had previously confirmed her willingness to stand via email), should continue as the Community Council’s representative.  This was seconded by Councillor Butler and carried unanimously.  
iii. Finance Committee

Councillors Barnes, Thayers and Morrey (the latter separately by email), said they were happy to continue in post, together with the Clerk as RFO (NB as a signatory to the GFCC account, Councillor Morrey is not be able to sign to confirm the quarterly review of the accounts in accordance with the financial regulations). All three were proposed by Councillor Butler and seconded by Councillor Welford. Carried unanimously.
iv. Audit Committee
It was proposed that Councillors Thayers, Butler and Daniel (Councillor Daniel having previously confirmed his availability for the position), continue in post.  This was proposed by Councillor Barnes and seconded by Councillor Welford.  Carried unanimously.
v. Planning Committee
It was proposed by Councillor Butler that Councillor Barnes should continue as the Chair of the committee. This was seconded by Councillor Thayers and carried unanimously.
vi. Local Liaison Committees

a) North Monmouthshire Area Committee (previously known as the Bryn y Cwm Committee). 
It was proposed by Councillor Deakins that Councillor Dodd should continue to represent the Community Council.  This was seconded by Councillor Thayers and carried unanimously. 
b) North Monmouthshire Liaison Committee
It was proposed by Councillor Butler that Councillor Robins (who had indicated via email her willingness to stand for the committee), join the Clerk as the Community Council representatives. This was seconded by Councillor Thayers and carried unanimously. 
c) Monmouth / Newport Area Committee – One Voice Wales
It was proposed by Councillor Welford that Councillor Deakins should continue to represent the Community Council.  This was seconded by Councillor Barnes and carried unanimously
d) MCC - Usk and surrounding area cluster meeting
It was proposed by Councillor Barnes that Councillor Deakins should continue to represent the Community Council.  This was seconded by Councillor Butler and carried unanimously.
vii. Community Centre Charity Management Representatives
Councillors Butler, Morrey, Dodd, Deakins and Robins (the latter by notification to the Clerk prior to the meeting) agreed to continue to sit on the Committee.  Their nominations were proposed by Councillor Barnes and seconded by Councillor Thayers and carried unanimously.  
viii. War Memorials Representative
Mike Jones is looking for a permanent memorial in the village and has invited the CC to send a representative to a committee he is forming. Councillor Daniel had indicated his willingness to attend on behalf of the Council.  Councillor Awni felt that we should see the terms of reference before formally appointing a representative. In the interim it was proposed by Councillor Deakins and seconded by Councillor Barnes that Councillor Daniel be appointed as an ‘observer’ and this was carried unanimously.
