It's very interesting how far people were travelling, as they also had to
state their place of work as well as their employer and occupation. There are four bakers
working in Normandy, Knaphill, Wimbledon & Brookwood, Doris Briant, a teacher, going
to Walton and William Stonard, a Trade Lad at the Royal Aircraft Establishment in
Farnborough. William
Bayford Butler was working in
the Probate Registry in
Somerset House in London &
next-door neighbour Richard
Gambier-Parry in the Air
Ministry in Kingsway. He
would become head of the
Radio Section at Bletchley
Park in WW2.
