A Llanarmon mum has raised a treasure chest full
of cash for the Merseyside hospital that’s treating
her son.

Stephanie said: “Our son Ellis faced major surgery
to remove one of his kidneys. Fortunately his other
kidney is working fine and he should be able to live
a relatively normal life with just one kidney. The
tumour was discovered in March and he began
treatment at Alder Hey then. All the staff there are
incredible. We have had so much support from
Ellis’ consultant right down to the nursing staff.

“Unfortunately they have found a different mass
in Ellis, a tumour called a ganlionuroblastoma and
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Ellis now has to go through more procedures. He
is due to go into Alder Hey to have bone marrow
taken and tissue and nerve tests.”

She added: “I wanted to do something to support
the hospital and the idea for the fun day started
from that. Everyone has been incredible and really
got behind the idea. Local companies came to the
rescue and offered some amazing auction lots
and raffle prizes.”

“Kevin, the licensee of The Swan, has been a
massive help and really supported us. I'm so
grateful to him and everyone else that helped
make the day such a success.”

Richard Moulton of Llanferres a security sales
manager and the grandfather of Ellis Gray and his
brother, Bailee, four, says his daughter, Stephanie,
had done an incredible job organising the family
fun day.

He said: “She came to me and said she wanted
to raise some money for Alder Hey.

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I’'m currently working with the North Wales Trunk
Road Agency and the Welsh Assembly Government
in trying to organise a traffic survey so we can look
at the average speed of vehicles travelling down
Gwernymynydd Hill (Ruthin Road) toward Mold.

If I can get this organised and it shows, as | suspect
it will, that vehicles are consistently travelling at
more than 40mph then | want to see if we can get a
vehicle operated speed warning sign that would flash
‘40mph’ or ‘Slow Down’.

| have been surprised by how long these things seem
to take but | won’t give in until | get an answer.
Another planning issue causing some concern is a
new plan for a housing development at Siglen Ucha.
The last plan was thrown out on appeal by a Welsh
Government appointed inspector.

It was stated at the time that there is no objection,

in principle, to this site being developed but there
remains some real concerns. The biggest worry is
the access and egress to and from the A494 Ruthin
Road and the lack of clear vision looking up the hill
toward Cadole from the proposed junction.

Other issues include drainage, particularly water that
drains down from Hafod Moor, lead contamination
and the need for a thorough investigation into the site
of old mines.

This application is for outline planning application
and we are some way off a full application. Residents
can rest assured I'm watching developments and
studying the submitted plans carefully.

| have also had a site meeting with Flintshire County
Council officers with regard to the council owned
garages in the village.

It's clear some garages haven’t been used for a long
time and we need to know what is been stored in
them on health and safety grounds.

| will be contacting residents who rent council
garages in the coming weeks to see what they

are using garages for and how many are actually
used for storing cars or motor bikes as per rental
agreements.

The plan is, hopefully, to smarten up the garages

by removing the asbestos roofs, replacing rotten
wooden fittings and fitting new or painting existing
up-and-over doors.

We are also looking at increasing the hard standing
SO we can get some cars off Blaen Wern so
ambulances or other emergency vehicles can gain
access.

However, it is important anyone parking near the
garages does not impede or hinder those residents
that rent garages from gaining access.

Village School Federation Plans Backed

The governors of Gwernymynydd CP School and
Ysgol Y Waun, Gwernaffield have agreed the
two schools should formally federate under the
leadership of one executive head teacher.

The move toward federation began after
Gwernymynydd head teacher Louise Williams
announced she was taking up a new head teacher
position at a larger Wrexham primary school.

Governors of both Gwernymyyndd and Ysgol Y
Waun have been meeting and looking at options
over several months and a recent consultation
with parents, governors, stakeholders and the
staff of both schools revealed 97% of those who
responded to the consultation were in favour of
proceeding with the federation plan.

Current Gwernymynydd assistant head teacher
Dafydd Johnson will now take up the position
of acting head teacher from September 1st and
remain in that post until the federation formally
begins on February 1st, 2018.

Louise Williams said: “I'm delighted I'm leaving
Gwernymynydd School knowing its future is
secure. Importantly, both schools will keep their
own identity, budgets and staff.

“I know Dafydd Johnson will be a popular choice to
take over as acting head teacher from September

until Louise Ankers, the head teacher of Ysgol Y
Waun, is confirmed as the executive head teacher
after the school’'s formally federate in February.

“The governing body of each school will be
dissolved as of February 1st and a new single
governing body will be formed.”

She added: “Of the adult stakeholders across
both schools who responded to the federation
survey 97% were in favour of proceeding with
federation. The 3% relates to one response which
did not indicate a preference either for or against
federation.

“And the majority of pupils consulted were in
favour of federation with the suggestion of joint
sporting activities and visits being amongst the
positive benefits identified.”
