8.7.24 Highways, Pavements, Verges and Footpaths

To receive update on following issues: 
- Barrow Street flooding issue – No update received from NSC on the  design that was scheduled to be completed  by end of May 24
- Unsafe stiles – The PC contacted the landowner; it appears that the works to have been issued to a contractor.  Slight improvement on couple of stiles was noticed.
- Installation of grit bins at 1 Hobbs Lane - this work is still to be done before cold weather sets in.

9.7.24 Stancombe Quarry Fund
- Clerk reported that a progress report was sent to Stancombe Quarry Fund to report on the purchase and installation of two defibrillators funded by the Stancombe Fund. Installation is complete at Fox and Goose, but the PC is still awaiting on the permission from from the diocese for the installations at Barrow Church.
- Sandra Gibson had been appointed  as custodian of the defibrillator at Fox and Goose. Nick Tyrrell will train Sandra on weekly inspections.. Details of the defibrillator such as serial number, login details etc need to be emailed to the Clerk for safe storage on the PC’s i-cloud.
10.7.24 Assets of Community Value

The following update was received: 
 Red Oak has advertised that the Princes Motto pub is for sale at approx. £390,000. It was bought for £340,000 some years ago. An initial meeting of interested residents is to take place  to consider the feasibility of raising money to purchase the pub. Seed funding will be required to conduct a survey of the property and a prospectus would need to be developed to establish the level of interest and commitment among residents
There remains the possibility that a third party may be interested in buying the property as a business.
