Minutes of the Parish Council meeting

held on Wednesday the 4rd September 2024 at 7pm in the Village Hall.

In attendance: District Councilor Annemieke Waite, one resident and Clerk (Olga Shepherd).

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
· The District Councilor asked about the new bus lane at the junction of A38 and Barrow Street.  Councilors confirmed that the arrangement causes a lot of confusion for drivers and near collisions have happened on many occasions. Annemieke stated that there had been a lack of communication from the NSC Highways department and confirmed that currently a review is taking place of all planned road works. The review is expected to be completed in 3-4 weeks’ time. The final assessment of the planned works will be done by the structural and highways engineers. All agreed that a short bus lane at the junction of A38 and Barrow Street is not useful.
· Correspondence had been received from a resident about the state of the stiles on local PROWs, which are hazardous for people with limited mobility. The Parish Council had responded that the landowner’s agreement was necessary to replace the stiles and that this had been obtained, but not to replacement of the stiles by gates. Work should begin shortly.

Concern was  expressed  about the removal of a section of hedge along the frontage of a property on Naish Lane. Sandra undertook to check whether there are grounds on which to raise an objection.
6.9.24 Former Barrow Hospital Site
- No updates were received. It was NOTED that £7,000 of CIL (Community Infrastructure Levy) is still held by the PC to be spend when the development of the site is complete in the Spring 2025. It was noted that a report on the expenditure of CIL funds was due shortly – ACTION Clerk
- Andrew undertook to explore the feasibility of providing a defibrillator on the site and other possible uses of the CIL funds.
7.9.24 Bristol Airport
- No updates were made.
8.9.24 Village Green 
- The Village Green Committee is to organise a working group to tidy up a few areas around the entrance and the stream.
9.9.24 Highways, Pavements, Verges and Footpaths

To receive update on following issues: 
- Hobbs Lane carriageway damage reported to NSC on 7th August, marked as RECEIVED by NSC.
- Barrow Street flooding issue – update on investigations planned by NSC at end of May 24. No update received.
- Unsafe stiles –The Ramblers Association agreed to replace 14 broken stiles for the new ones. The Parish Council agreed to contribute £1,500.

- Installation of grit bin at 1 Hobbs Lane – refer to the list of outstanding actions.
- ‘Give way’ sign at the entrance to the chicane opposite the phone box. – refer to the list of outstanding actions.
- The section of Barrow Court Lane at the junction of Barrow Street is becoming eroded. Clerk to report to NSC.
- NSC A38 improvement plan – the potential impact on localroads. The District Councillor reported that a lot more work is to be done to A38 in the near future. She outlined the plans for new bus lanes, extra lanes, additional buses, improvements for pedestrians and cyclists, introducing cycleways to improve connectivity. There will be major changes  at the airport roundabout to improve access to the Airport. Annemieke undertook to forward copies of plans when these are available. 
Grit bin on Naish Lane – Sandra agreed to identify a suitable site. 
It was noted that there are problems with litter on many roads around the airport, as there is no provision for waiting taxi drivers  provided by the Airport.
10.9.24 Future housing development 
- the potential impact of the new government housing targets was discussed. The NSC numbers have increased significantly from the target of 14,000 to 24,000 houses. NSC is currently investigating if it will be possible to meet the target, taking into consideration the requirement to build around the infrastructure and the limitations imposed by flood plain areas and the green belt.

- the NSC New Economic Plan was discussed. 
11.9.24 Stancombe Quarry Fund
-  Agreement has not yet been received from the Diocese  to install a new defibrillator at Barrow church.
12.9.24 Assets of Community Value – Princess Motto.
- A Grant Application from the Prince’s Motto Steering Group was considered and the contribution of £2,000 was APPROVED. Nick Tyrrel and Andrew Sheridan has abstained from voting as they are the Members of the Steering Group for Princess Motto.
- It was NOTED that a total of £4,000 of private donations was temporarily held in the Parish Council account for the Princess Motto Steering Group.
- the Steering Committee was to set up a separate account as soon as possible. Action Andy
13.9.24 Local Nature Plan 
- It was AGREED to go ahead with bulb planting this autumn and to purchase the flower bulbs and soil improvement products in bulk. A ceiling of £500 was authorised. Nick agreed to organise a working group. 
14.9.24 Finance and Administration 
a. It was NOTED that no requests were received for the Public Rights period advertised from 3 June 2024 to 12 July 2024.
b. The Bank reconciliation as of 30 August 2024 was reviewed and APPROVED. 
c. The Parish Orderly role is currently vacant. The Parish Council agreed to advertise the position. Action Andy
