6.11.24 Former Barrow Hospital Site
- Andrew Sheridan updated the Council on the suggestions of residents of the Barrow Hospital Site for uses for the  £7,000 CIL money generated by the site. Most of these suggestions were not deliverable, as the parish council does not own the land and does not have appropriate powers. Ideas which might be feasible are

1) purchase of a few benches for the site

2) installation of wooden posts with lights to prevent irresponsible drivers overrunning the grassed areas

3) installation of an adult outdoor gym.

These suggestions will be considered further at the future parish council meetings.

Discussions took place about other ideas such as the provision of a community transport scheme and/or creation of a community space at the Hospital site . 
7.11.24 Bristol Airport
- The Chairman updated the council on the recent meeting with the Airport .There was concern about parking, both in surrounding villages and in unofficial car parks on surrounding land. Also, the aspiration for a further increase over and above the current ceiling of 12 million ppa had just been announced.
 It was agreed that the Council’s concerns should be addressed to the Airport via PCAA.

8.11.24 Village Green 

- No updates were received.
9.11.24 Village Hall
- The Council noted a request from the Village Hall Committee to assume responsibility for payment of the costs of the street light outside the former Post Office. The costs quoted did not appear to offer value for money   It was agreed to make further enquiries   and the decision whether to keep this streetlight will be made at the next meeting.
Action Andy to research history with Phil Carnell
- It was noted that the fallen slabs have been reported to NSC. NSC updated the progress of this job order on the 27th September 24 as follows: Order raised to make safe & repair. 16 slabs.
10.11.24 Highways, Pavements, Verges and Footpaths

The following updates received: 
1. Two gullies near the War memorial at the bottom of Hobbs Lane carriageway damage reported to NSC on 7th August:  NSC work order raised to hand dig out 2 x gullies  (NSC 23 October update) 
2. Barrow Street flooding issue – NSC investigations planned on 25 November.
3. Unsafe stiles – to note correspondence received confirming that replacement of some stiles is due during November.
4.  Installation of a grit bin at 1 Hobbs Lane - installation is to be completed asap. Action Andy
11.11.24 Future housing development 

- this item is deferred to the next meeting.
12.11.24 Stancombe Quarry Fund
- No agreement was received from Barrow Church to permit the installation of the new defibrillator. Another alternative at Barrow Hospital was being considered.

13.11.24 Assets of Community Value – Prince’s Motto.
- the council was advised that pledges received towards purchase of the Prince’s Motto were most encouraging and demonstrated community commitment to the project. This would enable further applications for additional grant funding.  A professional evaluation and survey will need to be completed. 
-  It was noted that the PC bank account holds a total of £5,000on behalf of the group investigating purchase of the Prince’s Motto. 
The total payments to date have been £530.48 leaving a current balance of  £4,469.52
14.11.24 Local Nature Plan 
- The village enhancement plan was discussed. Further discussion should take place before Spring 2025.
15.11. 24 Finance and Administration
