10.5.25 Former Barrow Hospital Site: 
The following update was received:
a. The PROW to Monarch’s Way – It was noted that one of the planning permissions conditions is to complete the building of the pavements. NSC enforcement officer was asked to oversee the completion. The parish council is concerned that the enforcement measures are not in place in the event if this compulsory condition is not met by the developer.
Action: Andy Robbins will produce the list of the planning permission conditions. Although everyone acknowledged that the planning documents are very extensive and complicated.  

b. It was AGREED that the developers must be compliant with S106 and other planning requirements before leaving the site. The parish council will work with NSC to ensure completion.
c. The order of two bespoke wooden planters is in place.
d. Update was provided of the recent burglaries in Hospital Road site. 

e. Traffic calming – It was agreed to place wooden planters to calm the traffic. It was NOTED that some residents have objected to this idea.
f. It was NOTED that the recent Litter Picking event went well. The Fly tipping still takes place. The Council considered purchasing a video camera,  but was not sure of its effectiveness in preventing fly tipping.
h. The use of CIL money was discussed for improvements in the play area and possibly combining CIL money and Stancombe Quarry Grant money to improve pavements at Hospital Road. The Council agreed to come back with more ideas at September meeting.

11.5.25 Bristol Airport

a. Nick Tyrrell reported that he is stepping down from being a Representative on PCAA. Shonie Millward-Usher has volunteered to represent Barrow Gurney Parish Council.
12.5.25 Environment 

a. It was agreed to purchase necessary litter picking equipment for future events. Shonie will identify such equipment to order.

b. It was noted that the NSC free annual flowers will be ready for collection early June.


c. Bulb planting is to commence in September/ October 2025.
13.5.25 Village Green 
The following updates were received:
a. Hedge trimming / tree lopping/lawn mowing/weeding paths is going according to VG schedule. 
b. Information from Bristol Water was obtained on how to achieve the constant flow of water for the stream. NSC can help with investigations on how to divert water.
