Any challenge 
through the Ombudsman may not now be possible this year.

Easy 
Print at Red Post kindly donated 2 safety warning signs and it is emphasised that parents 
need to be responsible for making sure that equipment is clean before and a\er use.  
A quote has been accepted for replacing gate posts and erecKng fencing on either side, 
work will hopefully be done in August. 
Thanks were also expressed to Maxwell for recent hedge trimming. 
November’s firework / bonfire evening was discussed and the ma)er will be reviewed at 
a later date.  Unless fund raising events can be held, it is unlikely that there will be 
sufficient finance to buy fireworks this year.

Plans are in hand to re-open the Hall from 1st September.  To conform to Covid-19 
guidance, certain measures will be in place, these include:  Kitchen to remain closed 
(except for access to electricity meters), Hand SaniKser to be available, One door in and 
one out system, Only disabled and gents toilets to be used, Event organisers to be 
responsible for policing social distancing.  
Problems are sKll occurring with the hall’s emergency lighKng.  Contact is to be made 
with building inspector to get ma)er sorted.

Archive room, it was unanimously agreed that the Local History Group is to be billed for 
hire of room in same way as all other parish organisaKons – currently £7 per session.
