Exhibitors may not enter more than two entries in any one class.

The judge’s decision in all cases shall be final and only they shall have power to
award prizes according to merit.

Exhibitors must return their completed entry forms to 4 Grimscott Estate
Launcells not later than Wednesday 13th August.

Exhibitors are requested to put official cards, which will be supplied on the
morning of the show, face downwards under each exhibit . Exhibitors without
official cards will be disqualified.
